Medical Complexity & Management
· [ ] Frequent Hospitalizations: Has your loved one had more than one emergency room visit or hospital stay in the last six months? 
· [ ] Medication Overload: Are they taking five or more daily medications, or have there been recent, confusing changes to their prescriptions? 
· [ ] Multiple Specialists: Is care fragmented across several doctors who do not seem to be communicating effectively with one another? 
· [ ] New or Escalating Diagnosis: Have they recently been diagnosed with a chronic or progressive condition like dementia, Parkinson’s, or advanced heart disease? 
Safety & Functional Stability
· [ ] Cognitive Changes: Are you noticing increased confusion, "anesthesia fog" following procedures, or difficulty following a medical plan? 
· [ ] Frequent "Close Calls": Have there been recent falls, medication errors, or "near-miss" clinical events at home? 
· [ ] Caregiver Burnout: Is the primary family caregiver feeling overwhelmed by the technical demands of medical monitoring and appointment coordination? 
Legal & Financial Alignment
· [ ] Activation of Directives: Is it time to clinically document functional capacity to activate a Power of Attorney (POA) or successor trustee? 
· [ ] Rapid Asset Depletion: Are private-pay medical costs or uncoordinated care transitions beginning to drain the estate’s principal assets? 
· [ ] Advocacy in High-Stakes Settings: Is there a need for a professional "expert eye" at the bedside to ensure end-of-life wishes or advanced directives are strictly followed?
