Our number one priority at Buck’s Axe Throwing is to offer our customers a safe setting in which 

to enjoy the sport of indoor axe throwing. We always strive to make our customers’ safety our 

primary responsibility. Please read and follow ALL safety rules as they will be strictly enforced to 

ensure the safety of all guests. Buck’s Axe Throwing reserves the right to refuse service to any 

person who does not follow the rules, or has demonstrated reluctance or failure to follow the 

rules. 

 

● All participants must sign a waiver. Participants must be at least 12 years of age to throw and 

anyone under the age of 18 must have a waiver signed by a parent or guardian. 

● Customer and spectators must always be in control of themselves. 

● Guests may Not be Intoxicated while in Buck’s Axe Throwing facility. 

● Closed toe shoes and a shirt must be worn by guests at all times while in the Buck’s Axe 

Throwing facility. 

● Spectators may not throw or handle axes at any time. 

● Guests must handle the axe in a safe manner and always be aware of their surroundings. Do 

not gesture with the axe, swing the axe, or flip the axe. 

● Only ONE thrower may enter the throwing lane at a time. All other participants not throwing 

must remain behind the line until it is their turn to throw. 

● Only One Axe is permitted per lane. Axes may not be removed from the assigned throwing lane. 

● The axe is to be placed into the holder and not handed to another participant. 

● Only OVERHEAD throws are permitted, either 1 handed or 2 handed. 

● Guests must keep all body parts off the fencing of the throwing lane partitions AT ALL TIMES. 

 

Rules are established for the customer’s safety and the safety of all spectators, visitors and 

employees in the facility. Failure to follow the rules may result in immediate removal from the 

Buck’s Axe Throwing facility and forfeiture of all payments and fees paid to Buck’s Axe Throwing. 

Buck’s Axe Throwing reserves the right to modify, edit and add additional rules as necessary, 

written or oral, to provide a safe setting to enjoy indoor axe throwing at Buck’s Axe Throwing.
