· Members were reminded that we are still searching for a Recording Secretary.
· We were reminded about our Covid protocols – no food or drink and masks are required.
· Tom also acknowledged the passing of JoAnne Strong who was a life member of the Guild. He mentioned her many contributions to the Guild over the years, as well as those of her husband, Jim, a past president and life member. 
2) Paula Rebbeck talked about successes at the Senior Center, but she also stated that more volunteers are needed to exhibit at the Center. Please call her if interested.
3)  Patti Jostes brought our new Directory for members to pick up, and she also introduced three new Guild members. She said that we have 60 paid members and 6 new members this year.
4) Marcia Kozak brought the Treasurer’s Report and thanked everyone for helping to keep expenses at a minimum during this difficult past year. We have weathered the storm of the past season financially, and we are also awating final numbers from A Walk in the Park. 
5) Sue Ciccone mentioned her many ideas about exhibits, and also asked that everyone fill in her questionnaire to help her make our exhibiting opportunities better than ever. She’s especially interested in member ideas as to places and themes.
· Eileen is handling our next exhibit at Schaumburg Library in October; participating members have been contacted by Eileen.
· We will exhibit at the Arlington Hts. Historical Museum from November 1 – December 13.
· We will exhibit at the Prospect Library during the month of December.
· We will exhibit at the Mount Prospect Library during the month of August.
6) Linda Campuzano presented information about our Walk in the Park art fair that took place in August. Although the weather didn’t exactly cooperate (it rained at the beginning and then really stormed at about 3pm), it was a great success! It was a beautiful show. There were 54 vendors (18 new vendors), and many pieces were sold. We had a smaller crowd than other years, but with Covid this was expected. Linda worked very hard – on every aspect of this show – but she also tried to save money by finding other ways to advertise the fair, by finding free music from Bach to Rock, by finding new food vendors (Hubby’s in the Dog House), and in many other ways. Linda thanked everyone who volunteered to help. Everyone applauded Linda for her many hours of hard work on this beautiful event. Thank you, Linda!
