Several years ago Malcolm Glad-
well wrote a book called “Out-
liers”. In the book he looks at 
people who are ‘outliers’ in their 
profession. He goes on to ex-
plore the factors that contribute 
to high levels of success, such as 
opportunity, cultural background, 
and practice. It challenges the 
idea that success is purely based 
on individual talent or merit and 
provides insights into how to cre-
ate a culture of success. 
The reasons for a person’s suc-
cess in any field comes down to 
many things. The concept that 
struck me the most was the num-
ber of hours professionals spend 
on developing their talent. Glad-
well discusses the need to have a 
minimum of 10,000 hours of 
practice. I was surprised to find 
out that Michael Jordan would 
spend hours outside as a child 
playing basketball. I just always 
assumed he came by it naturally.
In reading this I am reminded of 
what every artist of every water-
color workshop we have had has 
told us. “If you want to improve 
you have to paint.” So many of us 
are so afraid of ‘making a mis-
take’ that we don’t even get 
started. I remember at one of 
our workshops the instructor ac-

tually took a full sheet of water-
color paper, crumpled it and 
threw it away saying, “It’s just 
paper”. He was trying to help us 
overcome the fear of painting.
I would like to offer to you the 
benefit of our Monday Morning 
Painters group. We are all on 
our own path to ‘success’ in wa-
tercolor painting. Some have 
been painting for years and oth-
ers have been painting for a 
month. The idea is to get to-
gether with like-minded people 
to explore your creativity and 
play. We also have a time for a 
critique. This allows us to learn 
how to improve and to also get 
ideas on how others approach 
their work. If you are not com-
fortable displaying your work 
that is okay too. I promise you 
will come away with new ideas 
and friends.

Sketching on a daily 
basis easily lends itself to journaling and, since 2017, that has been my 
daily challenge: to sketch or do some small piece of artwork every day 
in addition to the journaling. I have accumulated no less than 40 Mole-
skine Journals, full of artwork rendered in pencil (graphite), charcoal, 
ink, colored pencils, pastels, coffee, and of course, watercolor. Nowa-
days, this challenge is an excuse to get out of the house and have an 
adventure.
