This brings us back to the origi-
nal question inquiring as to 
what is your painting all about?

But, I do wish to be able 
to paint at a level sufficient to 
produce a painting that I person-
ally can step back and feel good 
about.

Sometimes following the yel-
low brick road (as told in L. Frank 
Baum’s 1900 children’s book 
“The Wizard of Oz”) can lead to 
many unexpected surprises.

This 
show includes both cash and 

merchandise awards 
with a total value 
exceeding $40,000.  

The Exhibition was 
juried by three high-
ly qualified artists: 
Jean Grastorf, Elaine 
Daily-Birnbaum and 
Central Coast artist 
and former CCWS 
Aquarius juror and 
workshop leader, 
Frank Eber.

The Judge of Awards was Brian 
Rutenberg, described as “one of 
the finest American Painters of 
his generation.”  He has a unique 
perspective of today’s art world 
and experience as a successful 
artist, author and presenter.  He is 
known for his YouTube presenta-
tions, “Brian Rutenberg studio Vis-
its” which you can see by clicking 
here.

Opening the door to the gallery 
my first reaction was how colorful 
the paintings were. The use and 
application of color grabbed your 
eyes and did not let go. The detail 
shown in all of the paintings 
was exceptional and required 
your full attention to absorb the 
artist’s work. You can view the 
entire exhibition here.  

The visit to Watercolor West’s 51st 
Annual International Juried Show 
allowed us to see not one but 
two of CCWS members’ paintings

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in this show. Edie Schneider and Jan Godachy were juried into this 
show which contains an outstanding collection of work.

In contrast to NWS, the Watercolor West show is for those purest 
watercolor artists who only use transparent watercolor pigments. 
WW has an extensive list of exclusions detailed in their prospectus 
as follows:

The work must be done in transparent watercolor, applied on a 
single piece of rag or wood pulp paper that is free of pigment and 
embedded materials. Graphite pencil may be used only for planning 
marks.

The following grounds, treatments, and media are excluded:
• Opaque white paint of any kind such as titanium white, Chi-

nese white, etc.

• Gesso, matte medium, or any other priming material or exte-
rior surface treatment.

• Gouache, acrylics, or water-soluble oils.

• Inks, metallic, or iridescent paint or products that leave a me-
tallic, graphite, or reflective sheen.

• Watercolor crayon, colored pencil, charcoal, pastel, Conte
sticks, or Conte crayons.

• Varnish, wax, wax crayon, oil sticks, or oil pastel.

• Collage or surface constructions, impasto, embossing.

• Watercolor resist, such as Frisket, that is not completely re-
moved from the final painting.

• Paper that is pigmented or has embedded materials.

• Yupo or similar papers.

• Canvas or canvas paper.

• Use of digital images or enhancements printed on the paper.

• All other grounds, treatments, additives, media, or art materi-
als that do not conform to the spirit of the Exhibition.

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The Dale Laitinen Workshop  Reviewed by Linda Denton

Dale Laitinen, a renowned water-
color artist and workshop instruc-
tor, spent September 16, 17, and 
18 with over 20 members of the 
Central Coast Watercolor Society 
sharing his secrets on painting 
with watercolors.

Day One
Dale painted a Big Sur view of 
the Little Sur River running into 
the ocean. He focused on the 

use of “shapes” 
and viewing 
objects as just 
“shapes.” He 
arranges those 
“shapes” to fill 
the framed area 
in an interesting 
way, being aware 
of the flow they 
create through 
the paint-
ing. Do 

they draw your eye in and 
around the space? Are the 
lines around the shapes 
interesting? Do they get 
thick and thin, with curvy 
lines, straight lines, dark 
lines and light lines? He 
reinforced that the com-
bination of lines is what 
keeps your eye on the 
painting.

After several hours of demon-
stration, we worked on our own 
paintings. Dale was very diligent 
about walking around giving all 
of us ideas on what to paint and 
how to paint it.

Day Two
Dale shared a drawing in his 
sketchbook of Hollister Peak. The 
sketch is most important in help-
ing the artist decide where the

light and dark areas are going to 
appear in the painting. From his 
sketch he drew the painting on 
300 pound rough watercolor pa-
per. He emphasized the fact that 
we are the “artist” and therefore, 
if we want to move things around 
we may do so. He added a farm-

house, a barn and a cow. 
After the demonstration 
we worked on our own 
projects. After again 
helping the students 
with their paintings, he 
completed his painting 
of Hollister Peak while 
discussing brush strokes, 
paint, colors, and water 
as he painted.

Day Three
This was the day to be loose and 
free to create an abstract paint-
ing. Dale demonstrated brushing 
color on the paper using various 
strokes, colors, lines, and values. 
After letting the painting dry he 
went back in and added detail to 

help the viewer stay interested. 
Dale reemphasized the princi-
pals of design: Unity, Balance, 
Rhythm, and Proportion.

The last hour of the day he 
critiqued everyone’s paintings. 
In doing this we were all able to 
learn from each other.

The workshop was insightful. I 
learned several new concepts 
and other concepts were rein-
forced. It’s always beneficial to 
get advice from a professional 
artist. I found Dale to be interest-
ing, insightful, funny, and easy to 
talk to.
If you missed the workshop and would like 
to learn from Dale, we have 3 of his videos 
available to borrow from our DVD Library.

David J Rogers – Treated Us to a Morro Bay Sunset in August 
David is proud 
of the fact that 
as a self-taught 
artist he has 
had a success-
ful career for 
more than 25 
years. 

He works on 
300-pound 
Arches blocks, 
and strongly 
believes in 

using professional artist materials even as a 
beginner.

He says watercolor is all about speed and 
having the confidence to paint. He turns his 
paper often as he works to facilitate smooth 
washes.

He shared his Five Easy Steps  to a good 
watercolor painting.

1. Planning:  
Using sketches, 
thumbnails, 
etc. He typically 
works with a 
triad of colors.  
2. Draw the 
painting out.  
3. Do a first 
wash, let it dry.  
4. The second 
wash finds the 
shadows. 
5. Refinning, de-
fining, double-checking values, and finally adding calligra-
phy details. Some final words of wisdom, “What you don’t 
paint is more important than what you do paint.

David very generously offered his demo painting to our 
group for the raffle drawing. Thank you David.

have “a mind 
if its own.” She 
then explores 
composition: 
balancing 
darks, lights, line, shape, textures, eventually finding its way 
to a sense of place. If she succeeds, she keeps her creation as 
a one piece painting.

If the painting just doesn’t speak to her, ripping, tearing and 
recreating ensue. Ingrid will share what happens next at our 
January meeting.
