Art Work Eligibility: Entries are limited to two original paintings per artist. Paintings must be primarily

watermedia on natural or synthetic paper or paperboard, and unvarnished. No stretched canvas. Collage
may be used as long as watermedia is the dominant element. No computer-generated art, photography,
prints or reproductions. Work must have been completed during the last three years and not previously
shown in a CCWS exhibit. Paintings done in a class or workshop are not eligible. Source material must be
original and not derived from any published images.

Digital submission of image:

e File format must be JPG, at least 300 dpi but not to exceed 8MB.

e Image must be cropped to show only painting; no matting, background or frame on image.

e Each photo or file shall be named with the artist’s Last Name, First name and title of the
work only: Example: Smith John My Cat (NO COMMAS)

e Image(s) must represent the painting(s) exactly.

e Digital image(s), entry form and fee must be received or postmarked by 10pm February 1, 2021
