Prelude:  

- Approx. 15 minutes of music  

- Parents and/or grandparents are seated during final few minutes of the prelude  

Entrance Procession:  

- Separate music may be used for wedding party and the bridal couple, but is not 

required  

Psalm:  

- Sung by the cantor  

- Selections are found in Together for Life book  

Presentation of the Gifts:  

- Music during the presentation of the gifts as well as the preparation of the altar for 

Holy Communion  

- A congregational hymn may be chosen; a vocal or instrumental piece of music is also 

appropriate  

Communion: 

- Congregational hymns or solo music may be selected  

Recessional:  

- Music during the bridal couple’s exit down the aisle
