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From the Editor’s Desk

Recently 1 was pondering our use of euphe-
misms. I thought of a piece of equipment we
find in every modern passenger vehicle called an
“air bag.” There is absolutely no “air” in an air
bag. It is physically impossible to inflate such a
device rapidly enough in the split second of a
collision using air. Instead, the inflation is ac-
complished by means of a controlled chemical
explosion. I am pretty sure that the automotive
industry rightfully concluded that consumers
would be rather leery of buying a vehicle
equipped with an “explosion bag.”

Included in this edition of the journal is a copy of the draft revision of the
Federation Bylaws. We are publishing this document pursuant to the Fed-
eration Board meeting in Burnaby, British Columbia, in September (see
page 10), and the requirements of the current Federation Bylaws, for re-
view by the members of the Federation clubs to enable discussion and
voting on the changes at the Annual General Meeting at PIPEX 2020.

The major changes are (1) removal of the term limit requirement for the
Federation Treasurer, and (2) extraction of the detailed procedures involv-
ing the Federation Awards to move them to a separate policy letter.

The reasoning for the former change is to provide stability in the financial
operation of the Federation. The Board believes that the audit process in
place is sufficient to ensure accurate accounting of the Federation budget
and financial assets.

The reasoning for the latter change is to facilitate adjustments in the
award procedures without having to go through the complex process of
making changes to the Bylaws. Please review the draft document. Submit
your inquiries and suggestions to the Executive Secretary.

We did not receive any answers to our mystery cover quiz in the last edi-
tion, so I guess it will remain a mystery. As we enter a period containing
many holidays between now and our next edition of the journal, we offer
a quiz on the subject.

You will also find reports on several recent stamp shows and news about
happenings in the Federation region. If you find these articles interesting,
I invite you to submit one of your own. My file of pending articles is very
small, so please help me out with a story about an item in your collection,
or some philatelic adventure you have experienced. Do not worry about
formatting. I will take care of all that.

Newsletter editors, please make sure I am on your distribution list so I can
report your news to others in the Federation.

To show one’s collection by
sharing it with others,

* 2. To educate others,

* 3. To compete.

| He said that the SEAPEX
judges’ session was for those
with the third reason. I want to write about the first two.

In our clubs, we have opportunities to show and share,
whether it is a short show-and-tell presentation, or a longer
prepared program. Many of us participate in the show-and-
tells. Most longer programs, even the show-and-tells, are
also to educate. What we don’t do as often is prepare ex-
hibits for these reasons. Why? We should.

There is room at stamp shows for the exhibits that show/
share and that educate, especially at local/regional stamp
shows. There is room for these exhibits at bourses. There
is room for them at libraries. By their intent, these exhibits
promote the hobby. They share the joy of collecting with
their viewers, and they illustrate to the viewers what can
be collected. They may even teach how a collection can be
started.

With this in mind, I would like to see the Federation:

1. Be involved in helping bourse organizers to locate a few
exhibits to place in the bourse,

2. List exhibitors with these non-competitive exhibits,

3. Encourage small shows, with or without judged exhib-
its, to appear in areas where there are now no local shows.

The Sno-King stamp bourse north of Seattle on Saturday,
22 February 2020, will have exhibits after several years
without them. This will make it a show. Please participate
by sending an exhibit (judging will be by the show visi-
tors) and by attending this new show if you’re close by.

Still, T hope we can find other bourses that can add exhib-
its in Idaho, Montana, Central Oregon, and British Colum-
bia. We need to showcase our hobby with fun exhibits,
and these in one to three frames will illustrate the wide
variety of what we do.

What I am requesting is for local collectors from these
areas to contact me (larry.crain@gmail.com) and/or the
Federation to talk about what can be done together. Email
addresses of other Federation personnel are elsewhere in
this newsletter.

We enjoy stamp collecting. Let’s give others (new others)
the opportunity to enjoy it too!

Thunderbird Award

The Northwest Federation provides a
ribbon to be awarded to a worthy exhibit
at all shows held within the geographic
area of the Federation. The purpose of
this award is to encourage exhibiting,
whether or not the exhibitor is a member
of a Federation organization.

Exhibits that receive a Vermeil or higher
award are not eligible and the judges of
the show have sole authority to award,
or not award the ribbon.

Recent winners include Jon Noad at
Caltapex for Bringing Dinosaurs Back
to Life.

Member clubs that hold shows with
competitive exhibits can request the
Thunderbird ribbon from the Executive
Secretary. Local and regional level
shows are authorized to present a single
award, and national level shows may
present two awards.

Clarification

In the last edition of the journal, I wrote about the tradition
of standing for the National Anthem., and observed that,
“Both the U.S. and Canada celebrate a Memorial Day. In
Canada, it is observed in Newfoundland and Labrador and
coincides with Canada Day on 1 July. Both countries hold
observances that include wreath laying at memorials hon-
oring those who served both in and out of uniform.”

Dale Speirs from Calgary wrote to point out that this state-
ment is somewhat misleading in that it implies that all of
Canada has a Memorial Day.

“We honour our veterans on Remembrance Day, which is
a national holiday on November 11 in which the entire
country participates, including Newfoundland.

“Newfoundland and Labrador have a Memorial Day on
Canada Day, which is very specific. It does not honour all
the war dead, which they do on Remembrance Day. It only
honours the Newfoundland Regiment, which went into the
Battle of the Somme on July 1, 1916.

On that day, 90 percent of the regiment was killed in ac-
tion; 780 men went over the top, but only 68 answered the
roll call the next morning. Newfoundland at that time was
thinly populated, so the deaths of so many men devastated
the colony. (Newfoundland did not join Canadian Confed-
eration until 1949.)”

Museum tour group in archives

SEAPEX had only one convening society this year, the
Scandinavian Collectors Club. But four other societies had
tables at the show: American Topical Association, Ameri-
can First Day Cover Society, Christmas Seal & Charity
Stamp Society, and Pacific Northwest Postcard Club.
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Scouts tour UNPA booth as part of merit badge workshop

On Saturday, we held an all-day workshop for the Scout
stamp collecting merit badge. A total of 20 Scouts, both
boys and girls, participated in this popular event, and 19
were able to successfully complete their requirements.

The philatelic exhibition portion of the show included a
total of 230 exhibit frames—the most since SEAPEX be-
came a World Series of Philately (WSP) event. Members
of the SCC provided terrific support for the exhibition by
entering 12 exhibits.

In addition to the competitive exhibits, there were four
frames of non-competitive exhibits and ten frames of soci-
ety and club showcases, all of which were interesting and
popular additions to the show.

The larger than usual philatelic jury of seven judges, in-
cluding members from Finland and South Africa, was led
by Dr. James P. Mazepa from Florida.

There was strong competition for the Grand Award. Both
the Grand and Reserve Grand exhibits had just come from
competing for the Champion of Champions prize at the
APS-ATA show in Omaha. At least two other exhibits had
won Grand awards at WSP shows in previous years.

An international philatelic jury working at the frames

Alfredo Frohlich from Florida won the Multi-frame Grand
Award for Delaware Postal History—1773 to 1847. His
exhibit also received the American Philatelic Congress
Award, APS Medal of Excellence Pre-1900, Postal Histo-
ry Society Medal, and United States Cancellation Club
Award. This exhibit will be entered in the APS Champion
of Champions competition at the Great American Stamp
Show next August in Hartford, Connecticut.

Lester C. Lanphear III from California won the Reserve
Grand Award for U.S. Departmentals, 1873 to 1884. This
exhibit also received the APS Research Award and the
United States Stamp Society Statue of Freedom Award.

Edward J. Laveroni from California won the One Frame
Grand Award for St. Petersburg—Moscow Railway, Niko-
laevskaya Railroad. This exhibit will be entered in the Sin-
gle Frame Champion of Champions competition at Chica-
gopex in November 2020.

These illustrations were designed by James Hill (1930-
2004) of Hamilton, Ontario, a popular Canadian illustrator
from the 1950s to 1970s. His work appeared in major pub-

lications, galleries, and ad campaigns
throughout North America. He also
produced illustrations for books.

He was a major influence in his field,
was named Artist of the Year by the
Guild of American Artists in 1966, and
earned two gold medals from the New
York-based Society of Illustrators.
(The Artist of the Year award had been
previously granted only to Norman
Rockwell and James Spanfeller.) The
last 25 years of his life were spent on
“fine arts, wilderness landscapes, and
portraits.”

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The first illustration above was turned into a stamp by
Canada Post for their Great Canadian Illustrators set of
five stamps, issued on 5 April 2018, with denomination
“P” for Permanent (like our Forever stamps here in the
US). The set of five stamps comes in both souvenir sheet
and booklet format.

If you want to start a Peafowl stamp collection, this would
be a good stamp set to start off with.

The Vancouver Philatelic Exhibition (VANPEX) spon-
sored by the British Columbia Philatelic Society (BCPS)
was held at the Nikkei Cultural Centre in Burnaby, British
Columbia, on 27-29 September 2019. This year VANPEX
was both a regional and national level show commemorat-
ing the 100th anniversary of the founding of the BCPS.

The last major national show sponsored by the BCPS in
Vancouver was PIPEX held in May 1993.

The show featured eight dealers, all from Canada, and 135
frames of competitive exhibits. Besides the dealers, there
were five tables manned by various philatelic and other
organizations.

In addition, there was a youth table offering free stamps
and other goodies for kids and a consignment table by
BCPS members. Among the exhibits were four frames
displaying the history of the BCPS and VANPEX that in-
cluded several historic PIPEX souvenirs.

The philatelic jury of four highly qualified judges was led
by Dr. Sam Chiu, from Toronto. Other members of the
jury were Ed Kroft from Vancouver, David Piercey from
Edmonton, and Arlene Sullivan from Vancouver.

The BCPS is one of the charter members of the Northwest
Federation. It joined in 1936, and is one of only three
clubs that have been continuous members since then. The
other two are the Vancouver Island Philatelic Society and
the Washington State Philatelic Society.

Formed in the fall of 1918, the BCPS staged its first exhi-
bition in 1925. It has hosted seven PIPEX shows in 1940,
1953, 1958, 1967, 1973, 1985, and 1993.

As PIPEX used to do, VANPEX still presents trophies for
the best exhibits in various categories. The British North
America Philatelic Society (BNAPS) also presented their
awards at this show.

David McLaughlin received a Large Gold award and won
the Multi-frame Grand Award and the Best BNA Ex-
hibit Award for The Maple Leaf Issue of Canada 1897—
1898. This exhibit also won the BCPS Bury C. Binks Tro-
phy for the best exhibit of Canada and Provinces.

Jean-Jacques Tillard received a Large Gold award and
won the Reserve Grand Award for Saint-Pierre et Mique-
lon, Le Type “Groupe” 1892—1908. This exhibit also re-
ceived the C.P. Bainbridge Trophy for the best exhibit of

Alexander Globe received a Large Gold award and won
the One Frame Grand Award for Digital Analysis of Can-
ada’s 2-Ring Obligatory of 1969-1999. This exhibit also
won the BCPS Single Frame Award for the best one-
frame exhibit and the Best BNA One-Frame Exhibit
Award.

Ingo Nessel received a Large Gold award and the BCPS
C.S. Neville Trophy for the best Britain and Common-
wealth exhibit for Hong Kong 1945—46 Postwar Recon-
struction of Postal Services.

Roger Heath received a Large Gold award and the BCPS
Postal History Trophy for Reflecting the Rise of Tour-
ism during La Belle Epoque. Hotel Schweitzerhof, Luzern
1870-1914. This exhibit also received the RPSC Excel-
lence in Treatment Award.

Mohd Mujibullah won a Gold award and the BCPS Ted
Lane Trophy for the best Topical and Thematic exhib-
it for Railways. This exhibit also received the American
Topical Association (ATA) First Award.

The meeting of the Northwest Federation of Stamp Clubs
(NWFSC) was called to order by Chair Eric Knapp at
10:01 AM on 28 September 2019, at VANPEX in Burna-
by, British Columbia.

The Tacoma Stamp Club, one of the NWFSC founding
members, applied for readmission. George Struble moved
acceptance; Larry Crain seconded; the motion was passed
unanimously.

A draft of Bylaws revisions had been prepared by Mi-
chael Anderson before the previous meeting at PIPEX in
May 2019. Among proposed changes: (1) remove term
limits for the treasurer, (2) ending the requirement for
membership in a NWFSC club for eligibility for a Thun-
derbird ribbon. A committee of Eric Knapp, Michael An-
derson, and Jack Congrove will prepare a comprehensive
draft of proposed revisions and send it by email to Board
members by the end of October. The Board of Directors
will agree on the revisions to submit to the NWFSC
membership by mid-November, at which time Jack Con-
grove will publish the proposed revisions in The Federat-
ed Philatelist that will be distributed about the end of No-
vember, to be voted on at the NWFSC Annual Meeting in
May 2020.

A Nominating Committee of Darin Chernwichan and Li-
sa Foster will prepare nominations for the May 2020 elec-
tion. Expiring terms: Michael Anderson, Eric Knapp, and
George Struble.

Larry Crain reminded us that the NWFSC gives awards at
PIPEX every year: Member Service Awards, Northwest
Distinguished Philatelist, and Federation Meritorious
Achievement Award. Nominations for Member Service
Awards are made by member societies of the Federation
and are not further reviewed; nominations for the other
awards should be made to the Executive Secretary by any-
one, and should be received three months before PIPEX to
allow time for approval by the Board.

Larry Crain also reminded us of the John Arn Symposium
at Moses Lake every April, and distributed flyers for the
event. He and others present encouraged our attendance.

Eric Knapp adjourned the formal part of the meeting. We
then had useful discussions of facilitating exhibits across
the US-Canadian border and of strategies for encouraging
people to become new members of our clubs.

Larry Crain asked for suggestion of a library to which the
Federation can assign its subscription to The American
Philatelist; the Burnaby, B.C. Library was suggested.

Louis Fiset from Se-
attle, Washington, received the runner-up award with

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U.S. WWII Naval Cover
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— by Jack R. Congrove, Puget Sound Collectors Club

This cover, posted on 26 November 1943, raises some lit-
tle-known history of the U.S. Navy activities in the Pacific
Northwest during World War II.

The imprinted parts of the penalty envelope have faded
over time and are difficult to read in this image. The cover
was sent from the U.S. Naval Hospital, Farragut, Idaho, by
Lieutenant (j.g.) N. Littlefield, a member of the Hospital
Corps, to Commander (Dr.) H. H, Kretzler at the Naval
Air Station Pasco, Washington.

At first glance, one wonders what the U.S. Navy was do-
ing in two such land-locked locations, the closest being
more than 230 miles (370 km) from the ocean. Unfortu-
nately, the contents of the cover have not accompanied it,
so we might presume, since it was sent on official busi-
ness, that it dealt with some sort of issue related to the
U.S. Navy medical field.

Because of concern about “coastal bombings” at the outset
of U.S. involvement in World War II, civil authorities
sought naval training facilities well inland. A panel of of-
ficers selected a site at the south end of Lake Pend Oreille
(I hate these French names. Why don’t they just write
Pond Oray?) in the northern Idaho panhandle.

Construction began in April 1942, and the base was named
Farragut Naval Training Station after Admiral David G.
Farragut. By the end of 1942, the base had a population of
55,000, making it the largest “city” in the state and the
second largest naval training center in the world after Na-
val Station Great Lakes.

The base hospital, initially intended to care for recruits
undergoing training, was commissioned on 15 January
1943. Original construction provided for 44 wards of 46

beds (2,024 patients) and several service buildings. Four-
teen more wards and civilian care facilities came on line in
the autumn of 1944. The hospital grounds occupied the
east end of the training center shown in the image, above.

Late in the war, as training activity cut back, the hospital
absorbed 1,600 more beds to accommodate convalescents
and neuropsychiatric patients transferred from other naval
hospitals. During its operation, more than 17,000 Corps-
men were trained at the facility.

Both the Naval Training Station and the Hospital were
decommissioned on 15 June 1946. Today, Farragut State
Park occupies most of the Training Station property and
only a handful of the original 667 buildings still stand.

Naval Air Station Pasco was a U.S. Navy air station locat-
ed two miles northwest of Pasco, Washington. It was built
in the early 1940s. During the first part of the war, the
field was used to train beginning pilots for combat. During
the last half of the war, the mission shifted to training es-

tablished pilots returning from battle in
the use of newer aircraft.

val aviation training facilities of the war.
About 1,800 pilots trained there with 300
aircraft on base at any one time.

After the war, the Navy sold the field to &4
the city of Pasco and it now serves as the
Tri-Cities Airport. The Navy still retains .
training privileges at the airstrip. Several
Navy aircraft, especially the P-3 Orion, =
use the ﬁeld for landing and take-off
training.

In August 2018, the Navy-built control tower was turned
into a museum.

Concerning the sender, I was unable to find any infor-
mation about Lieutenant Littlefield from the records I
could access.

The recipient, Commander Kretzler, was a different mat-
ter. Dr. Harry Hamlin Kretzler, Sr. (1896-1982), was born
in Hoboken, New Jersey, on 17 September 1896. A veter-
an of both World War I and World War II, he retired with
the rank of Captain in the U.S. Naval Reserve.

Dr. Kretzler practiced medicine in Edmonds, Washington,
for nearly 60 years. He earned his medical degree at the
University of Nebraska in 1923. He was active in a wide
variety of community organizations, especially the Ameri-
can Legion, in which he served as commander of the local
Post 66 as well as district and department commander. In
1960-61, he was the National Vice-Commander. He
passed away at Northwest Hospital on 31 December 1982.

The story of this newspaper is the story of Margaret “MA”
Murray, who was born on 3 August 1888, in Windy
Ridge, Kansas, the seventh of nine children of an Irish

immigrant family. In 1912, she arrived in Vancouver and
took a job as a bookkeeper with George Murray’s Van-
couver Chinook newspaper. She and George were mar-
ried on 5 March 1913.

Soon thereafter their two children
were born and the depressed war
economy required George and
Margaret to work at numerous
jobs to keep body and soul to-
gether. They started several new
publications and George wrote
articles for the Province to make §
ends meet.

In 1933, George Murray went to
the Peace River district and got
into local politics, winning the
Lillooet riding for the provincial
Liberals. This success was repeated in 1937. In the mean-
time, on 1 March 1934, George and Margaret launched the
first issue of their Bridge River-Lillooet News.

Shortly after George Murray lost his third bid to represent
Lillooet in the provincial legislature in 1941, he went to
Fort St. John and started the A /laska Highway News. His
wife Margaret joined him and left their son Dan to run the
Bridge River-Lillooet News.

In 1949, George Murray ran for a federal seat in the Cari-
boo riding and won for the Liberals. This required more
hands-on time for Margaret to spend with the paper.

George died in 1961 and Margaret remained active in pub-
lishing. Over the years, she garnered many accolades, in-
cluding the “Order of Canada” in 1971, as well as an hon-
orary Doctorate of Laws from Simon Fraser University.
She passed away in 1982.

Successful First Show

The Central Oregon Postal Collective held its first stamp
show on 28 September 2019, in the fellowship hall of the
Zion Lutheran Church in Redmond, Oregon. A total of
five dealers came to this bourse: Harmer-Schau, Uptown
Stamp Show, R.G. Stamps and Covers, Ed Dimmick
Stamps, and Grant’s Stamps.

Seven members of the club set up the space the night be-
fore. Care was taken to note the location of every table and
chair, so that they could be returned to the exact spot to
please the church ladies following the show on Sunday
morning. Then the next morning, the doors were opened
for loading at 8:00 AM. By 10:00 AM, the dealers were
set up, and the doors were opened to the public.

This was the first stamp show in Central Oregon in ap-
proximately 40 years. This area is about 150 miles from
the towns in the Willamette Valley where stamp shows are
more commonly held. These factors combined to make
this more of a buying event for the dealers than a selling
event. All advertising for the show had stressed that people
who had inherited collections were welcome to bring them
in to the dealers. About 20 collections were in fact pur-
chased during the six hours that the show was open. The
total attendance was at 60 people.

The club provided lunch and beverages to the dealers and
its members during the show. During the day of the show,
between monitoring the show and having both a club table
and kids table, and during the take down, 16 club members
participated in the show. At the end, all the tables and
chairs were returned to their exact original positions.

The club debriefed the show at its meeting the following
weekend. Generally, feedback was good from dealers.
Those selling covers and individual stamps found that part
of their business was a little slow. However, overall the
show was seen as profitable.

The members gave positive feedback. While not a lot of
children used the kids table, it did bring in some families
that otherwise would not have attended. At least two new
club members were found through the show, and one visi-
tor will be providing a future program at a club meeting.

We think we will be doing this again.
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Federation Bylaws Proposed Revision

[Ed note: At the Federation Annual General Meeting (AGM) last year, the Federation adopted a revised set of Bylaws. This was
done because the previous version was severely outdated, and, in fact, no one was exactly sure which among several undated ver-
sions was the one legally in effect.

At that AGM, it was noted that more changes were needed and a committee was appointed to continue reviewing the document and
submit a proposed updated revision for consideration at the AGM in 2020. The committee has completed its work and the Federa-
tion Board of Directors has reviewed and approved the result. Herewith, we are publishing the proposed draft revision in accord-
ance with the requirements in the current Bylaws.

The Federation Board asks that member clubs review the revised document and be prepared to discuss and vote on it at the next
AGM. Copies of both the current Bylaws and this proposed revision are available for download at the Federation website
(www.nwfedstamps.org).

The two most significant changes are the elimination of term limits for the Federation Treasurer and removal of the details for the
Federation awards. The award information will be published in a separate policy letter that will enable making adjustments and
additions without having to go through the complications of amending the Bylaws.

ARTICLE 1. MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. Application for Membership
a. An organization applying for membership agrees that it will abide by the Constitution and Bylaws of the Northwest Fed-
eration of Stamp Clubs (hereinafter referred to as the “Federation”).
b. Application Forms, Annual Report Forms, and copies of the Federation’s Constitution and Bylaws may be obtained from the
Executive Secretary.
c. The organization’s Application will include a completed Annual Report Form plus the organization’s profile.
d. Applications for membership shall be accompanied by payment of Federation dues in U.S. funds or the Canadian equivalent.
Section 2. Review and Approval of Appllcatlon
a. The Executive Secretary shall review the application for completeness and for receipt of dues. Notice of the application shall
be published in the next issue of The Federated Philatelist, the Federation journal.
b. The Board of Directors shall then review the application within thirty (30) days after publication. Its decision shall be final.
Section 3. Resignation from Membership
a. A member organization may resign from the Federation at any time by notifying the Executive Secretary.
Section 4. Termination of Membership
a. Membership in the Federation may be terminated for non-payment of dues, or non-submittal of Annual Report after July Ist.
b. Official notification of such pending action will be sent to the member organization by the Executive Secretary.
Section 5. Reinstatement
a. Reinstatement of membership after termination for any reason, including resignation, shall be only by application as a new
member.

ARTICLE II. DUES AND ANNUAL REPORT
Section 1. Dues Payment
a. Annual dues shall be:
1. For a fiscal year.
2. Due and payable on January 1st for the ensuing year.
3. Considered delinquent if unpaid by April 1st.
b. Annual dues shall be determined by the Board of Directors and published in The Federated Philatelist.
c. Dues for new member applications submitted:
1. Before July 1st shall be the full year’s dues.
2. After July 1st shall be one-half of the full year’s dues.

Section 2. Annual Report
a. The Annual Report from the member organization shall include contact information for the organization’s President, Treasur-

er, Newsletter Editor, and Federation Representative.
b. The Annual Report to the Federation for each member organization shall be considered delinquent if not received by April
Ist.
c. A summary report shall be prepared by the Executive Secretary and distributed to the members along with the announcement
and agenda of the Annual General Meeting.
Section 3. Delinquency
a. Member organizations delinquent with dues or Annual Report shall not be entitled to vote.

ARTICLE III. MEMBER RESPONSIBILITIES
Section 1. Organization Contact
a. Each member organization shall designate one person to be the organization’s contact with the Federation. That person,
the Federation Representative, as well as the organization’s President, Treasurer, and Newsletter Editor will receive by
email all official Federation correspondence including dues notices and mail ballots.
b. The official Federation contact for a member organization shall be the Federation Executive Secretary.
c. Dues shall be paid directly to the Federation Treasurer.
d. Correspondence relating to specific areas (e.g., judging, youth activities) should be addressed to the appropriate Director, Of-
ficer, or Committee Chair.
Section 2. Organization Responsibilities
a. Pay Federation dues and file an Annual Report promptly (by April 1st), support the Federation’s annual exhibition (PIPEX),
and reply to official correspondence in a timely manner.
b. Keep the Federation informed of significant changes in the organization, especially changes in the names and addresses of the
positions requested in the Annual Report.
c. Keep the Federation informed of stamp shows sponsored by the member organization.
d. Send copies of the organization’s bulletin or newsletter to (1) the Editor of The Federated Philatelist; and (2) the Executive
Secretary.
Section 3. Representation at Federation Meetings
a. Any one of the President, Treasurer, Newsletter Editor, or Federation Representative may be the organization’s representative
to vote at the annual meeting.
1. The primary function is to represent the organization at Federation meetings.
2. Inorder to vote, each representative must be registered with the Federation either through the Annual Report, or by letter
to the Executive Secretary.
b. If no official representative of a member organization is able to attend a Federation meeting, the organization shall then be
permitted to designate a person to carry its proxy vote.
1. Such designation shall be made in writing to the Executive Secretary and signed by a person listed on the Annual Report.
2. No person, including Federation Directors and Officers, may hold more than two proxy votes.
Section 4. Responsibilities of Representatives
a. An organization’s representative shall:
1. Act for and represent the member organization at any meeting of the Federation.
2. Report back to the member organization on the activities and concerns of the Federation and of other members that arise
from the meeting.
3. Promote active participation of the member organization and its members in the activities of the Federation including, but
not limited to, involvement in Federation committees and in the Federation’s annual exhibition (PIPEX).
4. Respond to requests by Federation officers, committees, or members for information, opinions, or positions on issues and
other matters of concern to the Federation or its members.
b. Representatives shall sign in at every meeting. They shall indicate the member organization that they represent and the organi-
zations for which they hold proxies, submitting the signed proxy to the Executive Secretary.

ARTICLE 1IV. ADMINISTRATION
Section 1. Structure
a. The Northwest Federation of Stamp Clubs will be governed and managed by:
1. An elected Board of Directors,
2. Elected Officers, namely an Executive Secretary, Chair of the Board, and a Treasurer.
3. Committee chairs as appointed by the Board of Directors.
4. Committee members as appointed by the Board of Directors or by the committee chair.
Section 2. Directors, Officers, and Committee Members
a. Directors, Officers, and Committee members must belong to a member organization.
b. Directors, Officers, and Committee members must be residents of the geographical area of the Federation.
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Directors, Officers, and Committee members whose status changes due to the loss of membership by their organization may
serve out their term, not to exceed a period of two years.

Individuals elected to office at the Annual General Meeting shall start their term of office immediately following the Annual
General Meeting, and serve their term through the appropriate ensuing Annual General Meeting. Those appointed to fill un-
finished terms of elected offices shall serve the remainder of the original term.

Committee members appointed to office by the Board of Directors shall start their term of office immediately. They shall
serve indefinitely unless the Board of Directors specifies a finite term.

Any Director, Officer, or Committee member, elected or appointed, may be removed from office by a majority vote of all of
the members of the Board of Directors for any of the following reasons:

1. Actions that adversely affect the Federation, or its members.

2. Conflict with the best interests of the Federation, or its members.

3. Misappropriation of Federation funds.

Section 3. Financial

a.

The fiscal year of the Federation shall begin on the first day of January in each year.

The Federation will operate as a non-profit organization in that no part of Federation funds or other assets shall accrue to the
personal benefit of any of its individual members or its officers.

The Federation will maintain both American and Canadian bank accounts to minimize the impact of its dual-country status.
All Treasurer’s reports will be complete with all accounts and shall be presented in both US funds and Canadian funds.
Each fiscal year’s Treasurer’s report will be subjected to a financial review, as directed by the Board.

ARTICLE V. MEETINGS
Section 1. Annual General Meeting

The Annual General Meeting of the Representatives shall be held during PIPEX. In any year in which PIPEX is not held, the

Board of Directors shall designate a time and place for the Annual General Meeting. The meeting shall:

1. Follow an agenda organized by the Executive Secretary.

2. Be conducted by the Chair of the Board of Directors, or his/her designated replacement.

3. Beopen as a courtesy to all members of member organizations, their guests, and other visitors.

The recording secretary of the Board of Directors, or a replacement, shall be the secretary of the annual General Meeting.

The purpose of the Annual General Meeting shall be to allow member organizations to:

1. Review the state of affairs of the Federation.

2. Review the prior year’s activities.

3. Review the Federation’s finances.

4. Make input into the affairs of the Federation.

5. Elect Directors and Officers.

Nominations must be solicited for all expiring positions.

1. All nominations shall be submitted to the Executive Secretary or to the Chair of the Nominations Committee at least
ninety (90) days prior to the Annual General Meeting. Nominations may be made by:
a) Member organizations.
b) Individual Directors.
¢) The Nominations Committee.

2. At least sixty (60) days prior to the Annual General Meeting, the Nominations Committee shall review the qualifications
of the nominees and ascertain their willingness to serve.

3. Nominations may be made at the Annual General Meeting provided that the candidate has indicated a willingness to
serve.

Preparations for the Annual General Meeting shall include:

1. Publishing the date and time of the Annual General Meeting in The Federated Philatelist at least forty-five (45) days pri-
or to the meeting.

2. Publishing the names of the nominees for Directors and Officers in The Federated Philatelist at least forty-five (45) days
prior to the meeting.

The order of business of the Annual General Meeting shall follow Robert’s Rules of Order.

Quorum for the Annual General Meeting is eleven (11)—counting members of the Board of Directors and representatives

from the member organizations, including those in attendance by proxy.

The minutes of an Annual General Meeting shall be included in the next issue of The Federated Philatelist.

n 2. Special Meetings

A Special Meeting can be called upon a written petition of at least five member organizations, or by the Board of Directors.

1. The call must state the specific purpose for the Special Meeting.

2. If by petition, it must be signed by an officer of each of the petitioning organizations.

The meeting must be scheduled no earlier than forty-five (45) days following its being called and no later than ninety (90)

days.
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1. Notification must be made at least thirty (30) days before the special meeting to each organization and to each person
listed on the Annual Report.
2. The meeting will be chaired by the Chair of the Board of Directors or his/her designee unless called by petition that des-
ignates another chair for the Special Meeting, providing that all other Bylaws are honored.
c. The order of business of a Special Meeting shall include, but shall not be limited to:
1. Sign-in of attendees.
2. Introductions.
3. Business for which the meeting was called.
d. The minutes of any Special Meeting shall be published in the next issue of The Federated Philatelist.
Section 3. Voting
a. The following shall have one vote each at the Annual General Meeting, or at any Special Meeting, or in any electronic or mail
voting when such is deemed prudent:
1. Each member organization.
2. Each Director.
3. Each Officer.
b. Allissues voted upon at any such meeting shall be decided by a simple majority of the votes cast.

ARTICLE VI. BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Section 1. Structure
a. There shall be a Board of Directors consisting of seven members as follows:

1. Two Directors, both elected Canadian residents.

2.  Two Directors, both elected United States residents.

3. The Executive Secretary.

4. The Treasurer.

5. The Chair of the Board of Directors.

b. To be properly constituted, the Board of Directors must have a minimum of five active members except for the purpose of
appointing replacement positions.
c. Members appointed to complete unfilled terms of Director, Executive Secretary, Treasurer, and Chair of the Board of Direc-
tors shall have the same rights and responsibilities as those elected.
Section 2. Directly Elected Members of the Board of Directors
a. The four directly elected Directors shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting.

1. One Canadian and one United States resident shall be elected each year and shall serve a term of two years. Each Director

shall:

a) Attend all meetings of the Board of Directors.

b) Present to the Executive Secretary a written report of his/her activities as a Director at least one month prior to the
Annual General Meeting of the Federation for inclusion in the Annual Report of the Federation.

2. The three Officers shall be elected to terms of three years, one each year: the Chair of the Board in years (last two digits)
divisible by 3, the Executive Secretary the next year and the Treasurer the next year; thus the Chair of the Board in 2018,
the Executive Secretary in 2019, and the Treasurer in 2020, etc.

b. Except for the office of Treasurer, no directly elected member of the Board of Directors shall be elected to more than four
consecutive terms. Their service shall not be reduced as the result of having been appointed to the position.

c. A directly elected member of the Board of Directors who leaves the Board for any reason shall be replaced by an appointee
chosen by the remaining Directors.

Section 3. General Duties of the Board of Directors

a. The Board of Directors shall determine policies and the overall direction of Federation affairs consistent with its Constitution
and Bylaws.

b. The Board of Directors shall, within thirty (30) days following each Annual General Meeting, elect a Recording Secretary
from among its members.

c. Duties of the Board of Directors shall include:

1. Appointing Chairs of all Committees.

2. Implementing motions passed at the Annual General Meeting.

3. Studying and acting upon proposals for the advancement of philately and for the strengthening of the Federation.

4. Reviewing and approving a budget developed by the Executive Secretary for the following Fiscal Year. The Federation
Treasurer shall present the budget at the Annual General Meeting.

5. Appointing an outside examiner to conduct a financial review of the Federation’s Financial Statement for the prior Fiscal
Year. The examiner’s reports shall be made to the Chair of the Board of Directors.

6. Reviewing and approving all new programs with expenditures exceeding $300.00 US annually. The Board of Directors
shall consider the advisability of the expense, the methods of financing, and the impact on the budget. It shall report its
actions at the next Annual General Meeting.

7. Reviewing annually the Constitution and the Bylaws.
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d. The Board of Directors shall appoint:
1. A replacement for any vacated position of Director, Executive Secretary, Treasurer, or Chair of the Board.
2. A chairperson or any other position that the Board of Directors creates to promote the objects, purposes, and aims of the

Federation.

e. Regarding the National Philatelic Shows in the geographic area of the Federation, the Board of Directors shall:
1. Assist the PIPEX Host Committee in its preparations for PIPEX.
2. Confirm that the PIPEX Host Committee is complying with Article XI of these Bylaws.
3. Encourage inclusion of an Education, Development, and Advancement (EDA) program at PIPEX or any other national

show.
Section 4. Board of Director Meetings

a. The Board of Directors shall meet not less than once between Annual General Meetings. Meetings may be conducted in per-
son or by any mutually agreed technological means. A summary of all meetings of the Board of Directors shall be published
in The Federated Philatelist.

b. The Chair of the Board of Directors shall preside at all meetings of the Board of Directors. In the absence of the Chair, the
Board of Directors shall appoint a Board member as chair of that meeting.

c. Meetings of the Board of Directors may be called by:
1. The Chair of the Board.
2. A majority of all of the members of the Board of Directors.

d. Board of Directors meetings may be held by telephone, an electronic means, or mail provided that minutes are prepared and
distributed to all Board members. All decisions by the Board of Directors shall be recorded in the minutes.

e. Unless specified otherwise by the Bylaws, decisions of Board of Directors require a majority of all of the members of the
Board.

ARTICLE VII. EXECUTIVE SECRETARY
Section 1. Position
a. The Executive Secretary shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting and shall serve a term of three years.
b. The Executive Secretary shall be elected to no more than three consecutive three-year terms. His/her service shall not be re-
duced as the result of having been appointed to the position.
c. An Executive Secretary who leaves office for any reason shall be replaced by an appointee determined by the Board of Direc-
tors.
Section 2. Specific Duties of the Executive Secretary
a. The primary function of the Executive Secretary is to oversee the operation of the Federation on a day-to-day basis consistent
with policies set by the Board of Directors and the Annual General Meeting.
b. Additional duties include, but are not limited to:
1. Handling the correspondence of the Federation.
2. Keeping a current roster of all Federation Directors, Officers, Committee Chairs, Committee members, publication Edi-
tor, and other official positions.
3. Keeping a current roster of all members, together with the names and addresses of their contacts and their meeting dates.
4. Assisting the PIPEX Committee in its preparations for PIPEX.
5. Preparing the budget for the next Fiscal Year for approval by the Board of Directors and then for presentation at the An-
nual General Meeting. The budget shall reflect anticipated income, expenses, and year-end reserves.
6. Preparing and presenting the Federation Annual Report to the Annual General Meeting. This report shall cover the period
since the prior Annual General Meeting and may contain inputs from the Executive Secretary, the Chair of the Board of
Directors, individual Directors, Committee Chairs, and others, as appropriate.
7. Carrying out such other duties as are requested by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VIII. TREASURER
Section 1. Position
a. The Treasurer shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting and shall serve a term of three years.
b. A Treasurer who leaves office for any reason shall be replaced by an appointee determined by the Board of Directors.
c. At the discretion of the Board of Directors, the Treasurer shall be bonded.
Section 2. Specific Duties of the Treasurer
a. The primary function of the Treasurer is to oversee the day-to-day financial operations of the Federation.
b. Additional duties include, but are not limited to:
Payment of approved bills in a timely manner.
Verification that all expenses presented have been approved by an Officer.
Solicitation, collection, and tracking of dues and Annual Reports of member organizations.
Preparation of a Financial Statement for the prior Fiscal Year.
Preparation and maintenance of a rolling three-year financial plan for the Federation reflecting anticipated income and
expenses by category.
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6. Presentation of the approved budget for the following Fiscal Year to the Annual General Meeting.
c. All expenses paid by the Treasurer shall be approved by an Officer. No Officer may approve his/her own expenses.

ARTICLE IX. CHAIR OF THE BOARD
Section 1. Position
a. The Chair of the Board shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting and shall serve a term of three years.
b. The Chair of the Board who leaves office for any reason shall be replaced by an appointee determined by the Board of Direc-
tors.
Section 2. Specific Duties of the Chair of the Board
a. The primary function of the Chair of the Board is to preside at the Annual General Meeting, at any Special Meetings (subject
to Article V, Section 2), and at all Board of Directors meetings.
b. Additional duties include, but are not limited to:
1. Keeping an accurate record of the transactions of the Annual General Meeting, any special Meetings, and all Board of
Directors meetings. The Chair shall cause the minutes to be published as required by the Bylaws.
2. Presenting a written report of his/her activities for the previous year to the Executive Secretary at least one month prior to
the Annual General Meeting for inclusion in the Annual Report of the Federation.

ARTICLE X. OFFICERS
Section 1. Positions
a. The three Officer positions are: the Chair of the Board, the Executive Secretary, and the Treasurer.
Section 2. Fiduciary Responsibilities
a. Only the Officers of the Federation shall be able to contract and bind the Federation to incur financial obligations.
b. The financial limits to which the Officers can contractually obligate the Federation are (per occurrence):
The Chair of the Board of Directors: $300 US.
The Chair of the Board of Directors, with Board approval: Unlimited.
The Executive Secretary: $300 US.
The Treasurer: $150 US.
No Officer may approve his/her own expenses.

b

ARTICLE XI. COMMITTEES
Section 1. Committees
a. The following five Standing Committees shall be established and maintained by the Board of Directors:
1. The Nominations Committee.
2. The Judging Committee.
3. The Youth Committee.
4. The Education, Development, and Advancement (EDA) Committee.
5. The Publications Committee.
b. Additional Committees and Positions may be established as the Board of Directors deems necessary.
Section 2. Committee Members
a. Each Committee shall have a Chair who shall be:
1. Responsible for carrying out the duties and business of the Committee.
2. Responsible to the Executive Secretary.
3. Appointed by and serve at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

b. All Committee members, except as noted in this Article, shall be nominated by the Committee Chair and approved by the
Executive Secretary. Committee members serve at the discretion of the Board of Directors.

c. Unless otherwise specified by either the Bylaws or by the Board of Directors, committee personnel may serve indefinite
terms.

Section 3. Nominations Committee

a. There shall be a Nominations Committee to search for qualified candidates to:

1. Stand for election to office at the Annual General Meeting.
2. Be considered for appointment to office by the Board of Directors.

b. The Board of Directors shall appoint a Chair and two other committee members. One member will be a Canadian resident and
one member will be a United States resident. They shall represent as wide a geographical area as possible. Their terms will be
indefinite.

c. The Nominations Committee will:

1. Solicit nominations from the general membership.

2. Seek potential nominees.

3. Prepare and maintain a list of current and future potential nominees.

4. Prepare a list of nominees for offices as directed by the Executive Secretary and screen the nominees to assure compli-
ance with Article IV, Section 2, and determine their willingness to serve.
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5. Publish a list of nominees for elected positions in The Federated Philatelist at least forty-five (45) days prior to the Annu-
al General Meeting.
Section 4. Judging Committee
a. There shall be a Judging Committee to be responsible for training and certifying new judges for local/regional shows and for
assigning judges, if requested by the local show committee. It is understood that because of the distances within the Federa-
tion, the judging committee cannot guarantee a judge will be assigned to every local/regional show.
b. The Board of Directors shall appoint a Chair of the Judging Committee who may serve an indefinite term.
c. The Chair of the Judging Committee shall appoint at least two other members to the committee. At least one committee mem-
ber must be a nationally accredited judge.
d. The Judging Committee will be responsible for keeping up-to-date with the current APS manual for judging and exhibitions.
Section 5. Youth Committee
a. There shall be a Youth Committee to promote philately for youth in general at local/regional or national shows.
b. The Committee Chair shall be appointed by the Board of Directors and shall serve an indefinite term. The Chair of the Youth
Committee shall appoint other members as necessary.
c. The Federation shall create a fund to promote and assist philately for youth. The Chair of the Youth Committee shall present
to the Annual General Meeting:
1. A budget.
2. A report on the previous year’s activities.
3. An accounting of the prior year’s funds.
4. A plan for the current year.
Section 6. EDA Committee
a. There shall be an Education, Development, and Advancement committee to promote philatelic Education, Development, and
Advancement within the Federation.
b. The Committee shall consist of three members, one of them the Chair, appointed by the Board of Directors. One member
shall be appointed each year and serve a three-year term.
c. The duties of the EDA Committee shall include:
1. In consultation-with member organizations, encourage exchange of speakers.
2. In consultation-with the Youth Committee, plan youth activities.
3. In consultation-with local/regional shows, develop and establish guidelines for Federation support and involvement in the
organization and operation of local and regional exhibitions.
4.  When requested, assist the organizers of the John D. Arn Philatelic Symposium.
Section 7. The Publications Committee
a. There shall be a Publications Committee to publish the Federation journal, The Federated Philatelist, and other brochures and
documents as required. The Chair of the committee will also be the Editor of The Federated Philatelist.
b. The Committee Chair shall be appointed by the Board of Directors and shall serve an indefinite term. The Chair of the Publi-
cations Committee shall appoint other committee members as necessary.
Section 8. The Federation Historian
a. There shall be a position titled Federation Historian. This person shall preserve the records and memorabilia of the Federa-
tion.
b. The Federation Historian shall be appointed by the Board of Directors and shall serve an indefinite term.

ARTICLE XII. EXHIBITIONS
Section 1. Annual Exhibition of the Northwest Federation of Stamp Clubs (PIPEX)
a. Anannual philatelic exhibition, known as the Pacific International Philatelic Exhibition (PIPEX), shall be held in conjunction
with each Annual General Meeting. The exhibition shall be sponsored by the Northwest Federation of Stamp Clubs.
b. The Northwest Federation may organize and operate PIPEX itself, may contract with a member organization to organize and
operate PIPEX, or may contract with a group specifically created to organize and operate PIPEX.
c. Even if the responsibility is delegated, the Federation shall offer assistance to the exhibition from its Youth, EDA, and Publi-
cations Committees.
Section 2. Local and Regional Exhibitions
a. The Federation encourages its member organizations to hold open local and regional exhibitions.
b. Support from the Judging, Youth, EDA, and Publications Committees shall be given to local/regional shows when requested.

ARTICLE XIII - FEDERATION AWARDS
Section 1. General
a. The Federation Board of Directors may authorize awards for presentation to individuals or organizations in recognition of
contributions to philately in general, or to the Federation, or to member organizations in particular.
. The Federation Board of Directors may authorize awards for exhibits.
c. The Federation Board of Directors shall determine and specify the criteria for receiving each award level and the type of
award token to present.
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Section 2. Procedures
a. The Federation Board of Directors shall specify the eligibility for receiving each type of award and whether or not multiple
awards may be granted to an individual.
b. The Federation Board of Directors shall specify the procedures for nominating and selecting award recipients, and for present-
ing each award.

ARTICLE XIV. FEDERATION BULLETIN
Section 1. Purpose

a. The Federation shall issue a journal, herein referred to as The Federated Philatelist, as required to keep all member organiza-
tions informed of the affairs, activities, and business of the Federation and its members.

b. The Federated Philatelist may include editorials and articles submitted by members and others. It may accept advertisements
and solicit and accept subscriptions.

Section 2. Frequency and Distribution

a. The Federated Philatelist shall be published at least once per quarter.

b. The Federated Philatelist shall be distributed electronically by a method chosen by the editor without charge to all Federation
Directors and Officers, to all members of Federation committees, and to each person listed in the organization’s Annual Re-
port.

c. Each member organization is encouraged to forward The Federated Philatelist to all its members.

d. The subscription cost of The Federated Philatelist will be determined by the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE XV. AFFILIATION
Section 1. Affiliation
a. The Northwest Federation of Stamp Clubs shall establish and maintain an affiliation with:
1. The American Philatelic Society (APS).
2. The Royal Philatelic Society of Canada (RPSC).
b. The Federation may, by majority vote of its member organizations, establish and maintain affiliation with other philatelic
clubs or organizations to promote the objects, purposes, and aims of the Federation.

ARTICLE XVI. AMENDMENTS
Section 1. Amendment Submission
a. Proposed amendments to the Constitution:
1. May be proposed by a minimum of five member organizations, or by the Board of Directors.
2.  Will be submitted for review to all member organizations by the Board of Directors at least ninety (90) days in advance
of a vote.
b. Proposed amendments to the Bylaws:
1. May be proposed by a minimum of three member organizations, or by the Board of Directors.
2. Will be submitted for review to the member organizations by the Board of Directors at least ninety (90) days in advance
of a vote.
Section 2. Amendment Approval
a. The Constitution may be amended by vote at the Annual General Meeting, at a Special Meeting, or by mail. Ratification re-
quires a two-thirds affirmative vote of those voting.
b. The Bylaws may be amended by a vote at the Annual General Meeting, at a Special Meeting, or by mail. Ratification requires
a majority affirmative vote of those voting.
