Activity:  Rock Art Tracing
Introduction:  “When archaeologists record rock art, they must be very observant and notice all the details.  For example, they must decide if petroglyphs are pecked or carved into the rock.  Also, part of the rock art image may be hard to see.  But all of these things must be recorded.  Although archaeologists would not want to trace rock art since it could damage it, today you will trace photos of rock art, using sheet protectors and permanent markers.  This will help you make observations about the rock art image.  But remember, if you see real rock art, never trace it.”    
Supplies needed:

Rock art photos

Clear sheet protectors

Permanent markers

Blank copy paper
Directions:

Pass out a rock art photo to each child.  Ask them to spend a minute to study the image and notice the details.  Then pass out sheet protectors and instruct children to insert rock art photo into sheet protector.  Tell them they will copy the rock art image onto the sheet protector (NOT ONTO THE PHOTO).  Suggest they reproduce the image in the same way the artist did.  For example, use a light, pecking motion if the rock art was pecked (but don’t press too hard, as this will dull the tip of the marker).  
Now, pass out permanent markers.  Make sure the students understand two things:

 – the markers will stain their clothes, so be careful

-  the marks they make on the sheet protector can’t be erased, so be careful

Allow students to begin the activity.  Afterwards, ask them to return the photos, and in exchange, give them a blank piece of copy paper to insert in the sheet protector.  This will allow their tracing to be very visible. 
Collect rock art photos and markers (They will take home the sheet protector with copy paper inside).
If time, allow interested students to share their work in front of class.
(Students may have time to trace another image on the back of the sheet protector)
