 Clearly distinguish your own content from that created by others so that proper credit can be given. 

 Submit all material electronically. Acceptable document formats include Microsoft Word, plain ASCII 

text files, and text in the body of email. Acceptable image formats include .jpg, .tif, and .bmp. Adobe 

PDF files also can be used. Tables can be sent using Microsoft Excel or embedded in a Word document.
