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A Note on Advancement Checkmarks in Scoutbook D P T L L A

There are three kinds of colored checks for Advancement:
e Green check means the scout has checked a box saying they are ready to be tested
- OR something is signed off in a book by a scout, but not recorded yet by Advance-

ment.
Green is the ONLY check color a parent or scout should ever use on their own
records.
e Blue check means it has been approved and recorded by the unit Leadership.
