Training is an important part of learning to become an
effective leader. The main purpose of training is to provide
you with the tools you need to put on a quality program for
your Scouts.

YOUTH PROTECTION TRAINING

The Boy Scouts of America places the greatest importance on
creating the most secure environment possible for our youth
members. This training covers the BSA’s Youth Protection
policies, kinds of abuse, how to respond to disclosure of
abuse, and proper reporting procedures. It does so by taking
you through situations that require choices and produce
consequences. This training is available online and in each
district throughout the year. In order for an adult to remain

a registered leader in the Boy Scouts of America, Youth
Protection Training is required every two years.

JOB SPECIFIC TRAINING

Job Specific Training is designed to present in-depth
information for a new leader in a specific leadership position
such as Den Leader, Cubmaster, etc. This course is presented
several times a year in your district, at the council level and
online.
