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Washington Grey Cain                                                                                                                                                                                                    


Washington Grey Cain was born in McMinnville, Tennessee, on 29 
August 1836 to John Cain and his wife Beersheba Porter Cain.  
Unfortunately, Washington was left an orphan after the death of his 
parents, and sometime in 1840, he moved on to Wetumpka, Alabama. It 
was in Wetumpka that Washington met and fell in love with Sarah Ann 
Butler.  The Butler family was prominent in Alabama, and Sarah’s 
father, Lovic Pierce Butler, later became an early pioneer in Texas. 
Lovic, at age 51, enlisted in the Confederate Army and served as 
Captain W J Smith’s Company in the 14th Texas Infantry. Randal’s 
Brigade, Walker’s Greyhounds.  The happy couple were wed on 5 August 
1858 in Montgomery, AL.  To this union, God gave 5 children:  Benjamin (b 
1860), Mary (b. 1861), Carrie (b.1862), and John (b. 1863).  Note: Son 
Benjamin Cain (1860-1932) became a very influential businessman in Tyler, 
working as an attorney and banker and a partner in a railroad company.  He 
also served two terms as a Texas State Representative.

Washington Grey Cain enlisted in the Confederate Army in late 1861. 
He served as a Private in the 18th Alabama Infantry, Company C.  He 
served until discharged due to illness in December 1862.  Following the 
war, he attempted to maintain his home in Wetumpka, Alabama, until 
he moved to Tyler, Texas, in 1869.  Once in Tyler, he engaged in 
several businesses, including a general merchandise business located at 
215 E. Fannin Street, and later, he was one of the first Fire Insurance 
Agents in Tyler.  Over the years, he gained prestige as one of the 
leading people in business in the area.  His obituary said that his 
energy, enterprise, and fair dealings with clients enabled him to build a 
large and prosperous trade.  In the early 1890s, he turned his attention 
to the banking business and was one of the organizers of the Tyler 
National Bank, of which he served as President for many years.  He and 
Sarah went to build a beautiful two-story home located at 419 E. 
Fannin Street.  The house is no longer standing, and the lot is part of 
the Jackson, Burks, Walker & Tippett Funeral Home parking area.  

His wife Sarah died on 2 October 1893 in Tyler, TX, and was buried in 
historic Oakwood Cemetery in Tyler.  While achieving much in the 
business world, it would be incorrect to say he had a life of ease and 
without melancholy.  From suffering as an orphan to serving in the war 
to losing his wife in 1893, life was not perfect.  Sadly, on 5 August 
1912, at the age of 75 years, Washington Grey Cain took his own life 
with a revolver in the upstairs bedroom of his home on Fannin Ave.  He 
was buried next to his wife, Sarah, in Oakwood.
