ABSTRACT:

Acoustic  Emission,  Ultrasonics, Acousto-
Ultrasonics, Non-contact ultrasonics and thermal-
line-scan imaging are non-destructive testing
methods used for composites inspection and
quality control. These methods can be used in the
field or in manufacturing. This presentation will
discuss  these  methods  during  specific
applications from Boeing, NASA, FAA, SAAB,
Universities, AirBus, DoD such as: SAPI (bullet
proof vest plates), composite tank armor, metal
matrix composites, Grippen composite fighter,
bridge decks, composite aircraft panels, wind
turbine blades, Structural Health Monitoring,
petro-chem tanks, Aerial lifts.
