The
Program is administered by the NJ SAMPE Board of Directors, and all awards are
granted without prejudice.

Beginning with the 2023-24 academic year, awards will be granted up to the
maximum amount of $2000. Awards are not renewable, but students may
reapply to the Program each year they meet eligibility requirements.
