Structure Description: A stacked rock diversion dam directs water to a short feeder channel and
to the headgate. A log trash boom across the feeder channel prevents debris from accumulating in
front of the headgate. The boom appears to be functioning well. Historic aerial photographs used to
assess channel migration indicate the channel has remained relatively stable since 1960 (see maps
below). The headgate enters a culvert, which delivers water to two ponds inside the RV park.

Repair(s) or Improvement(s) Currently Needed: There were no major issues identified at this
structure at the time of inspection.
