Structure Description: The diversion dam is a stacked rock structure with a utility pole that directs  
water to the headgate, located on the south bank. The diversion functions but requires regular  
maintenance. The headgate leaks and sediment accumulation is an issue at this structure.  

 
Repair(s) or Improvement(s) Currently Needed: The SMP Technical Advisory Team (TAT)  
recommends repairing the headgate leak, installing a sluice gate, and improving the diversion dam.  
A new headgate and adjacent sluice gate would increase efficiency and sediment transport capacity.  
An improved diversion would reduce maintenance needs and help ensure long-term function.
