Donna Peery, Office
Manager, and Steve Sauers,
President, from the Tustin
Historical Society have
agreed to contribute articles for
our newsletter regarding Tustin
history and Tustin armed forces
service personnel.

Have you ever noticed the Jacobson Memorial on El
Camino Real? Did you wonder who it honored? The
memorial is in honor of the 1960 Tustin Man of the
Year, Eugene Jacobson. Mr. Jacobson came to Tustin
in 1951, after his Naval Service at Pearl Harbor and
after building hundreds of homes in the Barstow area.
He was the developer of the homes in the 17th Street,
Clarissa Lane and Vanderlip Ave area of Tustin and
built Tustin's first shopping center, Tustin Square (now
called El Camino Plaza). He was the charter President
of the Kiwanis Club, President of the Chamber of
Commerce, lead fundraiser and general contractor of the Tustin Youth
Center, a Parks and Recreation Commissioner and a newly appointed
Planning Commissioner when he suddenly passed away in 1964.

Carlos Ray Davis was born January 4, 1950 in Dayton, Ohio, the oldest child and only son of
James Davis and Zora Belle Sutton Davis. The family, along with younger sisters Pam and
Debbie, moved from Ohio when Carlos was 9, first to Whittier and then to Tustin.

When Carlos started at Tustin High in 1965, he decided he wanted to be called Carl. Carl was
a quiet and shy young man and ran track at Tustin High but was not involved in many other
high school activities. Although it was not obvious to many others, what Carl did have was
courage and strength. He decided at the end of his junior year that it was time to prove himself
and left school as a 17 year old, prior to graduation, to join the United States Marines.

Carl completed his boot camp in San Diego and basic training at Camp Pendleton. After
receiving his training, he volunteered to go to Vietnam and arrived there on January 24, 1968.
Company F was engaged in Operation WORTH, just outside of Saigon, in what was known
as Hill 1025. Enemy forces were waiting in ambush and PFC Carlos Ray Davis was killed in
action. He had just turned 18 years old.

Carl is the recipient of the National Defense Medal, the Vietnam Service Medal, The Vietnam
Campaign Medal and the Purple Heart. He is buried at Fort Rosecrans National Cemetery in

San Diego.

Davis Drive in Tustin Ranch is named in his honor.
