FIRST READING: Acts 2:14a, 36-41 
A reading from Acts. 
14a Peter, standing with the eleven, raised his voice and addressed [the 
crowd]: 36 “Therefore let the entire house of Israel know with certainty that God has 
made him both Lord and Messiah, this Jesus whom you crucified.” 
  37 Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to Peter and to 
the other apostles, “Brothers, what should we do?” 38 Peter said to them, “Repent 
and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ so that your sins may 
be forgiven, and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For the promise is for 
you, for your children, and for all who are far away, everyone whom the Lord our 
God calls to him.” 40 And he testified with many other arguments and exhorted them, 
saying, “Save yourselves from this corrupt generation.” 41 So those who welcomed 
his message were baptized, and that day about three thousand persons were 
added.

13 Now on that same day two [disciples] were going to a village called Emmaus, 
about seven miles from Jerusalem, 14 and talking with each other about all these 
things that had happened. 15 While they were talking and discussing, Jesus himself 
came near and went with them, 16 but their eyes were kept from recognizing 
him. 17 And he said to them, “What are you discussing with each other while you 
walk along?” They stood still, looking sad. 18 Then one of them, whose name was 
Cleopas, answered him, “Are you the only stranger in Jerusalem who does not 
know the things that have taken place there in these days?” 19 He asked them, 
“What things?” They replied, “The things about Jesus of Nazareth, who was a 
prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, 20 and how our 
chief priests and leaders handed him over to be condemned to death and crucified 
him. 21 But we had hoped that he was the one to redeem Israel. Yes, and besides all 
this, it is now the third day since these things took place. 22 Moreover, some women 
of our group astounded us. They were at the tomb early this morning, 23 and when 
they did not find his body there they came back and told us that they had indeed 
seen a vision of angels who said that he was alive. 24 Some of those who were with 
us went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but they did not see 
him.” 25 Then he said to them, “Oh, how foolish you are and how slow of heart to 
believe all that the prophets have declared!  
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26 Was it not necessary that the Messiah should suffer these things and then enter 
into his glory?” 27 Then beginning with Moses and all the prophets, he interpreted to 
them the things about himself in all the scriptures. 
  28 As they came near the village to which they were going, he walked ahead as if 
he were going on. 29 But they urged him strongly, saying, “Stay with us, because it is 
almost evening and the day is now nearly over.” So he went in to stay with 
them. 30 When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, 
and gave it to them. 31 Then their eyes were opened, and they recognized him, and 
he vanished from their sight. 32 They said to each other, “Were not our hearts 
burning within us while he was talking to us on the road, while he was opening the 
scriptures to us?” 33 That same hour they got up and returned to Jerusalem, and 
they found the eleven and their companions gathered together. 34 They were saying, 
“The Lord has risen indeed, and he has appeared to Simon!” 35 Then they told what 
had happened on the road and how he had been made known to them in the 
breaking of the bread.

The Sacrament of Holy Baptism 
PRESENTATION 
Candidate for baptism, sponsors, and family gather with the ministers at the font. The 
assembly is seated. 

The presiding minister may address the assembly in these or similar words: 

God, who is rich in mercy and love, gives us a new birth into a living hope through 
the sacrament of baptism. By water and the Word God delivers us from sin and 
death and raises us to new life in Jesus Christ. We are united with all the baptized 
in the one body of Christ, anointed with the gift of the Holy Spirit, and joined in 
God's mission for the life of the world. 

Sponsors for present the candidate (spoken together): 

I present Alexis Jillian George for baptism. 
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The presiding minister addresses candidates who are able to answer for themselves: 

Alexis, called by the Holy Spirit, trusting in the grace and love of God, do you desire 
to be baptized into Christ? 
The candidate responds: I do. 
The presiding minister addresses sponsors: 

Sponsors, do you promise to nurture this person in the Christian faith as you are 
empowered by God's Spirit, and to help them live in the covenant of baptism and in 
communion with the church? 
Response: I do. 
The presiding minister addresses the assembly: 

People of God, do you promise to support Alexis and pray for her in her new life in 
Christ? 
We do. 
The assembly stands. 

 
PROFESSION OF FAITH 
The presiding minister addresses candidates for baptism as well as the parents and 
sponsors. 

I ask you to profess your faith in Christ Jesus, reject sin, and confess the faith of the 
church. 

Do you renounce the devil and all the forces that defy God? 
Response: 

I renounce them. 
Do you renounce the powers of this world that rebel against God? 
Response: 

I renounce them. 
Do you renounce the ways of sin that draw you from God? 
Response: 

I renounce them. 
 
The presiding minister addresses the candidates and the assembly. 
Do you believe in God the Father? 

I believe in God, the Father almighty, 
creator of heaven and earth. 

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God? 

I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord, 
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 
born of the virgin Mary, 
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suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried; 
he descended into hell. 
On the third day he rose again; 
he ascended into heaven, 
he is seated at the right hand of the Father, 
and he will come to judge the living and the dead. 

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit? 

I believe in the Holy Spirit, 
the holy catholic church, 
the communion of saints, 
the forgiveness of sins, 
the resurrection of the body, 
and the life everlasting. 

 
AFFIRMATION IN THE PRESENCE OF THIS ASSEMBLY 

You have made public profession of your faith. 
Do you intend to continue in the covenant God makes with you in holy baptism: 
  to live among God’s faithful people, 
  to hear the word of God and share in the Lord’s Supper, 
  to proclaim the good news of God in Christ through word and deed, 
  to serve all people, following the example of Jesus, 
  and to strive for justice and peace in all the earth? 
The baptizand responds: 
I do, and I ask God to help and guide me. 
 
THANKSGIVING AT THE FONT 
Water is poured into the font during the thanksgiving. At the font, the presiding minister 
begins the thanksgiving: 

The Lord be with you. 
And also with you. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
We give you thanks, O God, for in the beginning your Spirit moved over the waters 
and by your Word you created the world, calling forth life in which you took delight. 
Through the waters of the flood you delivered Noah and his family, and through the 
sea you led your people Israel from slavery into freedom.

At the river your Son was baptized by John and anointed with the Holy Spirit. By the 
baptism of Jesus' death and resurrection you set us free from the power of sin and 
death and raise us up to live in you. 

Pour out your Holy Spirit, the power of your living Word, that those who are washed 
in the waters of baptism may be given new life. To you be given honor and praise 
through Jesus Christ our Lord, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, now and forever. 
Amen. 
The assembly may be seated. 

BAPTISM 
The presiding minister baptizes the candidate. Water is poured on the candidate's head, as 
the presiding minister says: 

Alexis Jillian George, I baptize you in the name of the Father, 
The candidate is immersed or water is poured on the candidate's head a second time: 

and of the Son, 
The candidate is immersed or water is poured on the candidate's head a third time: 

and of the Holy Spirit. 
Amen. 
When directed the assembly may respond: 

 
The presiding minister continues: 
Let us pray. 

We give you thanks, O God, that through water and the Holy Spirit you give your 
daughters and sons and all your children new birth, cleanse them from sin, and 
raise them to eternal life. 
Laying both hands on the head of the newly baptized, the minister prays: 

Sustain Alexis with the gift of your Holy Spirit: the Spirit of wisdom and 
understanding, the Spirit of counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and the fear 
of the Lord, the Spirit of joy in your presence, both now and forever. 
Amen. 
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The presiding minister marks the sign of the cross on the forehead of the new baptized. Oil 
prepared for this purpose is used. As the sign of the cross is made, the minister says: 

Alexis, child of God, you have been sealed by the Holy Spirit and marked with the 
cross of Christ forever. 
Amen. 

 
WELCOME 
A lighted candle may be given to the newly baptized as a representative of the 
congregation says: 

Let your light so shine before others 
that they may see your good works 
and glorify your Father in heaven. 
The ministers and the baptismal group face the assembly.  

Let us welcome the newly baptized. 
We welcome you into the body of Christ and into the mission we share: 
join us in giving thanks and praise to God 
and bearing God's creative and redeeming word to all the world. 
Those who have gathered at the font may return to their places. Psalm 29 is read. 
The service continues with the prayers of intercession, or, if baptism has taken place in the 
gathering rite, with the greeting. 

 
*PRAYERS OF INTERCESSION 
Each petition ends: “…Merciful God, receive our prayer.”  
Prayers conclude: “Into your hands, gracious God, we commend all for whom we 
pray, trusting in your mercy; through Jesus Christ, our Savior.” Amen. 
 
*Peace  
The peace of Christ be with you always. 
And also with you. 
The people may greet one another with a sign of Christ’s peace, and may say, 
“Peace be with you,” or similar words. 
The assembly is seated.

OFFERTORY

Prayer concludes: Amen.  
 
 
*THE GREAT THANKSGIVING 
Together with the bread and the cup we receive the body and the blood of Christ. 
We invite all baptized Christians to this sacrament. Children and adults who do not 
yet receive Holy Communion are invited to come forward with arms folded for a 
blessing. If you need communion brought to you, please let an usher know.  
We commune in tables of 10-15 people. The pastor will give you the bread, an 
assistant will give you a cup. Then two will come to pour into your cup-the first with 
grape juice, the second with wine. Whoever partakes receives orally the body and 
blood of Jesus Christ.  
 
The Lord be with you. 
And also with you.  
Lift up your hearts. 
We lift them to the Lord. 
Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
 

It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, that we should at all times and in all places 
give thanks and praise…Here the minister continues with the preface for the day, 
concluding: …we praise your name and join their unending hymn: 
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*THE WORDS OF GIFT 
In the night in which he was betrayed, 
our Lord Jesus took bread, and gave thanks; 
broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying: 
Take and eat; this is my body, given for you. 
Do this for the remembrance of me. 
  
Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, 
and gave it for all to drink, saying: 
This cup is the new testament in my blood, 
shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. 
Do this for the remembrance of me.

Our Father, who art in heaven, 

hallowed be thy name, 
thy kingdom come, 
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thy will be done, 
on earth as it is in heaven.
