• If you have a PreK student who will be moving on to TK next year, please contact the office for a separate 
registration form. 

For new families who are interested in joining our preschool, registration forms will be available on our 
website beginning January 13. New families can turn the form and fee in at anytime but we won’t begin 
processing them until February 2. If you know of a family looking for a preschool please share our 
information.

A note regarding tuition fee increase 
for the 2026-2027 school year 

As a non-profit preschool, we work hard to keep 
tuition as affordable as possible so we can continue 
serving families in our community. We were grateful 
to be able to hold tuition steady for the 2025–26 
school year. However, with the rising costs of 
supplies and utilities, we made a necessary 
adjustment to tuition for the 2026–27 school year to 
support our budget needs. 

Our goal moving forward is to make only small, 
predictable adjustments each year when needed. 

If you are in need of tuition assistance, please reach 
out to Jill or Stephanie. Our school does have a small 
scholarship fund available, and we are always happy 
to help. 



Parents are expected to pick up their students on time 
each day. We understand that real life circumstances 
sometimes interfere and picking up on time is delayed. If 
you are running late we  appreciate a phone call to the 
school at 425-881-3468 letting us know that you are on 
your way and running late. Young children become upset 
when they do not see their grown-up at pick up.  

It is important to remember that we are a part time 
preschool and teachers are only contracted for a short 
time after school. Out of respect for our teacher’s time, 
families with repeated instances of late pick up will be 
assessed a late fee of $2 per minute (after a 5-minute 
grace period). The late fee must be paid at pick-up.  

To alleviate any stress about running late for pick-up it is 
a good idea to have someone in your child’s class or 
another class that you feel comfortable keeping an eye on 
your child until you arrive.  

 

A few reminders as we start back to school.  

• Attendance check in needs to be completed 
each day prior to arrival. 

• Classes go out to recess everyday, even in 
the rain.  Please send your child to school 
with appropriate clothing for being outside.   

• Please remember to contact the office, your 
teacher, or complete the attendance check in 
if your child is going to be absent for any 
reason. You can email @               of-

• Tuition is due by the 9th of each month. Au-
tomatic withdrawal payments will be de-
ducted on the 5th or the closest business 
day.
