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Tuition Information

Tuition for October will be due on your child’s
first class day of October.

If you have signed up for automatic withdrawal it
will be taken from your account on the 5th of each
month, or the closest business day. You can still
sign up for auto-withdrawal to begin in October if
we have your paper work by 9/19.

If you are paying by check, please make sure you
write your child’s name on the memo line, place

the check in an envelope with your child’s name,
and hand it to your teacher.

If you are paying by cash, please make sure to
have the exact cash tuition amount. Place the cash
in an envelope and write your child’s name on the
envelope and hand to your teacher. You will re-
ceive a handwritten receipt in your child’s
bag/backpack at the end of the day.

Tuition is considered late if not received by the
10th of the month.
