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Jesus Christ told a crowd of listeners in the gospel of Luke, 

“Consider the lilies’ how they grow: they neither toil nor spin; yet I 

tell you, even Solomon in all his glory was not clothed like one of 

these.” Lilies are indeed clothed beautifully with their yellow 

pendant flowers and mottled foliage, but they aren’t the only things 

in God’s creation that has been dressed in the most remarkable 

splendor.  

 

Consider the tulips, how their bulbs burst with radiance. They are 

so appealing to the eye that the demand for them in Holland 

literally drove people into bankruptcy. Consider the hyacinths, how 

their long, sword shape petals, pierce not with points but with 

fragrance more wonderful than the most expensive perfume. 

Consider the mums, how their petals break forth in a starburst 

pattern looking as though the whole universe is etched onto their 

stems. 

 

If, during this long winter, you have forgotten the beauty of God’s 

creation there is no better places to go for a reminder that our own 

sanctuary, which, thanks to your efforts, will soon be filled with the 

glory of these flowers come Easter morning. Think of how it will 

look that day with these flowers adding so much color and vibrance 

to an already beautiful sanctuary. Is there any way to make the 

church more beautiful than this? 

 

Actually, there is one way. Remember the second part of what 

Jesus said, “How much more will God clothe you–you of little 

faith!” That’s right, the only thing more beautiful than this stunning 

flora is you! So come to church this Easter season. Get dressed in 

your best and brightest Easter outfit and bring to our sanctuary a 

gift to God even more brilliant than the most lovely flower. . .
