Children’s Message                                                                                                                    Pastor Gena 

Today we share a skit to further explain how a Church World Service blanket can help the one who 

receives it… 

 

NARRATOR: I wonder if you had a blanket when you were little or if you have a favorite blanket.  

Some blankets have been with us a long time.  Maybe they help us sleep or keep us warm or offer us 

comfort – maybe they even become a superhero cape sometimes.  Blankets can make us feel safe.  A 

blanket does a lot of things.   

 

PERSON EXPERIENCING HOMELESSNESS: Imagine not having a place to sleep. It’s getting 

colder and you’re not sure where you’ll be tonight— let alone how you’ll stay warm.  

 

NARRATOR: (hands the Person Experiencing Homelessness a blanket) A blanket helps. (The Person 

Experiencing Homelessness wraps it around themselves.)  

 

YOUNGER SIBLING: Imagine you’re a little kid and your family’s going through a hard time. You 

don’t know all the details, but everything feels uncertain. You just want something to hold onto. 

Something that feels normal.  

 

PERSON EXPERIENCING HOMELESSNESS: (hands the blanket to the Younger Sibling) A blanket 

helps. (Younger Sibling hugs it or wraps it around themselves.)  

 

DISASTER SURVIVOR: Now imagine your home was hit by a fire, flood or storm. Most of what you 

had is gone and you’re staying in a crowded temporary shelter. There’s no privacy—no space that feels 

like your own.  

 

YOUNGER SIBLING: (uses the blanket to create a little space between them and the disaster survivor) 

A blanket helps. 

 

NARRATOR: See? A blanket does a lot of things. 

 

PERSON EXPERIENCING HOMELESSNESS: It keeps you warm. 

 

YOUNGER SIBLING: It gives you comfort. 

 

DISASTER SURVIVOR: It can be a pillow, a bed or even a small bit of privacy when you need it most. 
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NARRATOR: But more than that—it’s a sign of love. A sign that someone cared. That someone gave. 

That someone chose to show compassion in a simple, real way. We may never meet the people who 

receive the blankets we buy—but you can be sure they’ll remember the care behind it. 

 

PERSON EXPERIENCING HOMELESSNESS: Someone thought of me when I had nothing. 

YOUNGER SIBLING: Someone wanted me to feel safe. 

 

DISASTER SURVIVOR: Someone gave me comfort during the hardest time of my life. 

 

ALL TOGETHER: Thank you for supporting Church World Service Blankets. 

 

The children and youth will collect the Blanket Sunday offering while the congregation sings the

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Sermon                                                            “Persistent Faith”                                  Rev. Chris Stillwell 

Imagine a single mother with a sick daughter. She works two jobs to pay her bills, and together they do 

not pay nearly enough to cover the medical bills that her daughter incurs. Her life is hectic, jumping each 

day from one job to the next, spending all her extra time taking care of her daughter, rushing back and 

forth from one doctor to another. Consequently, she doesn’t really have any time for herself. She gets bills 

every day and she pays the ones that absolutely have to be paid, and the rest she puts off until next month. 

In the midst of it all, she goes to church and hears about all the poor people throughout the world and in 

her own community. She wants to help them, but she feels like she can barely support herself and her 

daughter. She would like to do more to help others, but she barely has enough time, money, and energy as 

it is. She would like to be able to give more, but there simply isn’t anything left.  

Does this story sound like us? We can get so many bills that the first ones we pay are the ones that are due 

now, or last week. We can be so busy with the mundane but important aspects of our lives that we don’t 

talk to friends until they are sick and in the hospital. We can go through life only dealing with something 

once it becomes a crisis and then demands our attention. The problem with this way of living is that our 

entire life seems like a crisis, and we find that we cannot give ourselves the spiritual nourishment that will 

allow us to truly live. Instead, we live on the crumbs that we can glean from a short prayer given in haste, 

or a religious email that we read at work.    

Likewise, we get so many demands on our time and money that too often charities have little to no chance 

of getting our attention. When we put together our budget and it looks like things will be tight there is 

always that temptation to hold back on what we give to others including our church. At other times we 

hear of something so terrible like an earthquake across the world, tornados in our country, or a fire in our 

town, and we cannot ignore the pleas for help, so we give what we can, but that means that there are only 

crumbs left for anything else. Sometimes the demands from others can be so great that we give in and 

block out as many as possible only responding to those who scream the loudest or not hearing them at all.  

I imagine that Jesus might have felt like this. Everywhere he went, everyone had a problem for him to 

solve. People needed to be fed; others needed to be healed. There were demons to exorcize and questions 

to be answered. As the Messiah, God’s anointed sent to God’s chosen people, the nation of Israel offered 

Jesus more than enough crises to deal with. 

In the story that Matthew writes for us Jesus has just finished a long string of teaching and performing 

miracles, and then he leaves Israel to go to Tyre and Sidon. We do not know why he leaves the nation.  At 

least one biblical scholar suggests that Jesus was overwhelmed by the demands put upon him in Israel 

and, just as he retreated at the beginning of his ministry when he heard that John the Baptist had been 

arrested, he retreated to this land to rest. Maybe he came to this land of Gentiles where no one knew about 

a Messiah in order to get a break and renew his Spirit, which was running dry. 

Yet, now, even in the land of the Gentiles who sought no Messiah a Canaanite woman comes to him. She 

is in need, and although she was not a Jew, she recognizes him for who he is, and shouts: 

Have mercy on me, Lord, Son of David; my daughter is tormented by a demon.’ 23But he did not 

answer her at all. And his disciples came and urged him, saying, ‘Send her away, for she keeps 

shouting after us.’ 24He answered, ‘I was sent only to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. 

Even though Jesus begins by ignoring her, nevertheless she persisted.  Matthew says she knelt before him, 

saying, ‘Lord, help me.’   We might interpret her actions as being pushy. Certainly, the disciples thought 

so.  Perhaps, we might see them as the bold actions brought on by a mother doing anything to help her 

daughter, but she is met with resistance that Jesus does not show others when he finally answered her 

saying, ‘It is not fair to take the children’s food and throw it to the dogs.’  
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That’s the kind of statement that stops me in my tracks when I read it. Has Jesus ever spoken so harshly? 

Being a gentile, he is implying that the Jewish people are God’s children and that the gentiles are dogs. 

Maybe she expected such resistance because still she persisted by retorting, “Yes, Lord, yet even the dogs 

eat the crumbs that fall from their masters’ table.” 

Prior to this, Jesus spent days teaching the Israelites who still seemed to not grasp his meaning, and now a 

Canaanite, an ancient enemy of God’s chosen people, someone whom the Israelites would consider not 

much better than a dog, shows great and unshakable faith in him. How could he refuse a woman whose 

faith was greater than the Israelites? He could not. 

He responded, “Woman, great is your faith! Let it be done for you as you wish.”  The daughter of the 

Canaanite woman was healed because of the woman’s faith. It was a faith that manifested itself in 

persistence because she would not take no for an answer. She shouted loud enough for Christ to hear her 

above all the others clamoring for his attention, and she would not take no for an answer responding to 

Christ’s initial refusal with incredible wit and power.  

Knowing that she was not an Israelite, and therefore, having no rightful claim on Christ’s mercy, she 

came hoping for something, and so great was her faith, that she would have been satisfied with even 

crumbs from Christ, but he did not give her just crumbs. If casting demons out of Mary Magdalene can be 

considered the full banquet of Christ’s mercy, then giving crumbs to the Canaanite woman might have 

meant simply making her daughter feel a little better. 

Instead, she got the full meal. Her daughter was instantly healed.  Many of the Israelites thought that they 

were guaranteed God’s promise, and they considered the Canaanites to be like dogs because of they were 

not part of it, but when those who were invited to the meal that God had prepared refused to come or did 

not understand the invitation, the doors of God’s mercy were thrown open and all, even the Gentiles, were 

invited in. 

This is the mercy of God. He who said, “One cannot live on bread alone,” also will not allow us to live on 

crumbs alone. This is important to us for we, like the Canaanite woman, are not Israelites. We are not the 

original inheritors of the promise, but God’s grace has come to us all the same. Still there are so many 

people who are taught that because of who they are the best that they can hope for are the crumbs from 

God’s table. They are told to beg for God’s forgiveness and maybe, after God is finished rapturing the 

righteous, then maybe God will throw them a bone.  

We must always be wary of those who are so sure of their salvation and so certain of other’s damnation, 

for we who were once aliens to God’s grace have not been turned away, but we have been welcomed. If 

God will hear the prayers of those who were treated like dogs by the self-righteous, who then will God 

turn away? 

All that is required is that we stand up and call on Christ with perseverance and humility just as the 

Canaanite woman did. There are so many needs in the world. There are so many people in far worse 

circumstances than any of us, and yet God in Christ still hears our prayers. We may fall into the trap of 

thinking that God hears only the prayers of the truly holy and saintly or the truly poor and desperate, and 

all that is left for us are the crumbs from God’s table. We may also fear that God operates as we do, only 

responding to those who shout the loudest leaving us with the scraps of what remains when the assertive 

have had their fill, but where the grace of God is concerned there is plenty to go around, plenty of seats at 

the banquet, even enough for us.  

As we go through life, we may begin to feel drained from all that life demands of us and all that others 

ask of us. If we are feeling spiritually empty it may be because we are only feeding ourselves crumbs even 

though God offers a meal.  Part of faithful living is to listen for those people calling out in pain or hunger 

or torment, to be attuned to their needs, and sometimes they may seem as strange and foreign as that 

Canaanite woman. What she has to say to us today may sound as jarring as her words to Jesus. They may 
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even shake our worldview and challenge our assumptions, and if you, listening today, are the Canaanite 

woman--if you're the one crying out in the streets to seemingly no avail--don't be afraid. Take heart. Don't 

apologize for your persistence. God hears you and even in times of struggle and doubt, God proclaims 

your faith to be great. 

It's no coincidence that after this encounter with the Canaanite woman, the next thing that Jesus does in 

Matthew's story is to go down to the sea and meet with a crowd of 4,000 hungry people. You see, God has 

this amazing ability to bring about change in the most astonishing ways, through the most unexpected 

people. God's work in our lives is always surprising us, always jarring us, always shaking up our 

worldview. God makes abundance out of scarcity. God is constantly taking the scraps from our table, the 

crumbs that we discard, and turning them into a feast. A feast to which we are all invited. 

I'm grateful for the Canaanite woman, because through her persistence we catch a glimpse of God's vision 

for our world: It's a world where grace comes to us in the most unexpected ways, where the smallest 

speak with the loudest voices, and the powerful act with humility. It's a world where soup kitchens 

become lavish banquet halls, where sick beds languish unused and graveyards lie empty. It's a world 

where God's mercy and love are for all people--for those with little faith and those with great faith, for 

those who are hungry and those who are full, for the disciples and the Canaanite woman, for me and for 

you.

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As we come to this Feast, this Table set before us this morning, let us give thanks for Jesus, the one we 

remember and commune with today.  And let us give thanks for those in our lives who set Feasts before 

us, for they are showing us the love of God.  One piece of who God is that God is one who sets the Table, 

prepares a great Feast, and welcomes all to gather round.
