Extreme Faith Camp is full of exciting adventures 

like rock climbing, ropes courses, kayaking,  

canoeing, swimming, mountain biking, and camp 

wide games; as well as powerful engaging talks, 

music and a wide variety of prayer experiences 

including Mass, Adoration, Confession, the Liturgy 

of the Hours and more.
