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Child: He is an individual under the age of 18 years -
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Child Protection: All measures, measures and measures to be taken to protect students from hazards that
may cause injury or injury while in school, when traveling from and to school using the school
transportation provided by the school, and between activities organized by the school and waiting for

them or during their participation in activities School organized by the school inside or outside the school
campus.
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™ Abuse: Includes physical abuse, corporal punishment, psychological abuse, sexual abuse, and
bullying, exploitation and neglect. e
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Bullying: the aggressive behavior that is unwanted and repeated
(or very likely to be repeated) several times by one or more
students to harm another student when there is a significant
imbalance in strength or ability among students. for example,
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Physical abuse: means intentional physical harm to the student, failure to prevent
physical harm or physical suffering as a result of deliberate neglect. This includes

beatings, violent shaking, throwing

Corporal Punishment: A corporal punishment of a child by any adult
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Psychological abuse means dealing in a manner that is harmful to the child's psyche, causing

severe and permanent harm to him, which affects his growth and psychological

development.
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Psychological abuse and psychological exploitation include but not limited to forcing or seducing the
B student to participate in sexual activities that include physical contact

= Verbal — physical — psychological (rumors)

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*The National Society for Combating Crime has listed the tactics often
used by adolescents who bully electronically.

They claim to be other people online to deceive others.

Spread lies and rumors about the victims.

They deceive people to disclose personal information.

Send or forward spoofed text messages.

Dissemination of photographs of victims without their consent.




The strategy adopted by the student to deal with the bullying:

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Ignoring Rumors: Ignoring rumors and rumors circulating by students to cause chaos

Speak gently: Use good style, dialogue with the other party, and avoid violence.
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Stay away: Leave the brawl and stay away.
