‘There are 12 blocks in this quilt. Six of the blocks will be pigced, the other 6
blocks are 12 1/2" squares.

‘The pieced blocks have 5 different fabrics, 1 square 8 1/2",
Lrectangle 4 1/2" X 8 1/2", and 3 squares 4 1/2"

Set the blocks 3 X 4, alternating the 2 different blocks

* After the pieced blocks have been sewn, it will be necessary to *SQUARE" all 12
of the blocks 1o the same size. This will mean cutting all the blocks a little
smaller, possibility down to 12 1/4°. Once they are.ALL the same size, it will go
Together faster and easier.

If borders are fo be added, they will be in the kit. There should be 5 strips,
‘enough to go around the quilt. The borders will need to be pieced.
