     Misko said that his first job in Vegas was 
short lived before moving to the Las Vegas 
Hilton as a Craps dealer, then to the Holiday 
Casino and then to the Golden Nugget until 
1973. That is when the Nugget was pur-
chased by Steve Wynne. Misko worked his 
way up in Wynne Enterprises going over to 
the Mirage Resorts as a Gaming Host when 
the Wynne built the new casino in 1989. 
     Misko’s career came full circle in the late 
1990s when Steve selected him and several 
other management employees to open and 
manage the Beau Rivage in Biloxi.  The 
Beau opened in March 1999 after Misko said 
over 200,000 interviews were given over a 2 
years process.   
     Misko managed the Beau until Hurricane 
Katrina severely damaged the resort and 
was sold the MGM.  He went back to Vegas 
for another 13 years before retiring from 
Wynne Enterprises in 2017. Jerry Misko, Bi-
loxi native, is back home.
