     Founded in 1833 in Paris, France, the Society of St. Vin-
cent de Paul Society (SSVdP) is a worldwide organization of 
lay Catholics, following Christ’s call to serve the poor, the 
suffering, and the deprived. 
     The SSVdP was established in the Fatima Parish, Biloxi, in 
1983. Sharon Gentile, a 20 year member of the Fatima Par-
ish SSVdP and current President, spoke to the Biloxi Lions 
Club on the programs the Society provides to the needy in 
the parish area. 
      The material services provided are financial assistance 
for food, rent, utilities, medicines, clothing, and other neces-
sities. Clients are offered with a prayer book and a prayer 
card to provide comfort and encouragement during their diffi-
cult time. 
      The program relies on material and monetary donations. 
A private donation by Walmart in the amount $1000 assists 
with emergency food, grant rent assistance. 
       Sharon stated that COVID19 closed down the in person 
intakes for assistance, but they are now answering the 
phones for assistance again. Each day they give out bagged 
lunches to the homeless in the area at the front door of the 
SSVdP building from 11a to 1pm.  Food boxes are also being 
given out during those hours.  Those needing additional as-
sistance can either give the information to the person at the 
front door and a caseworker will reach out to them between 
1-3 pm or they can call for assistance. 
     The program is staffed by volunteers.  Sharon said that 
Lion Margot is a volunteer caseworker and Spanish interpret-
er. 
     In closing Sharon shared her personal connection to the 
Lions. Her father, Lion B.G. Tatum of the Cleveland Evening 
Club, was inducted into the Lions of MS Hall Fame during the 
2021 State Convention.
