English

Provide some purposeful 
opportunities to write; checking 

for basic punctuation and 
spelling errors. 

 
Maths   
Encourage children to 
learn number facts 
(times tables, number 
bonds). Use these in real life 
situations in and around home 
alongside other puzzles and 
problems as well as measure 
problems including time and 
money. 
 
Science  
We will be learning all about 
plants. Please can you encourage 
the children to research different 
types of plant.  
 
History  
Great Fire of London 
Research the events and create a 
timeline. You could also practise 
writing diary entries by keeping 
your own diary and thinking 
about how we can use our 
senses to enhance our writing 
(what could you 
hear/see/feel/smell/taste?).
