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8:46 Symbolises the police brutality 

and is associated with the killing 

of George Floyd who died when 

Derek Chauvin knelt on his neck 

for 8 minutes 46 seconds. 

Activists These are people who campaign 

using actions and resources to 

bring about change or to 

accomplish goals. Specifically in 

relation to Anti-racism it means 

taking actions to help bring about 

racial equality. 

Allies These are people who support a 

cause or other people. For 

example, a white person who 

supports Black Lives Matter. 

All Lives Matter A slogan and a hashtag used by 

people who are opposed to the 

Black Lives Matter slogan.  It is a 

slogan that ignores the issues 

and dangers facing black people.

Anti-Racism Anti-racism is more than just 

being “not racist”, it means that 

you positively oppose racism 

through your beliefs and actions.

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Black Lives Matter Black Lives Matter is an anthem, a 

slogan, a hashtag and a statement 

of fact. It means Black lives should 

matter as much as white lives. 

Black Lives Matter movement                    A social movement that was 

started in 2013 to campaign 

against violence, discrimination 

and racism  towards Black people. 

 

Equality Equality, is where everyone gets 

the same chances to enjoy a 

successful, healthy and full life. 

People and organisations that 

work towards equality, promote 

fairness and justice. However 

equality is not about treating 

everyone the same. For example, it 

would be unfair, if a physically 

disabled athlete had to run the 

100m sprint against Usain Bolt. To 

achieve equality sometimes we 

need to treat people differently to 

create a 'level playing field' so 

everyone can participate on equal 

terms with everyone else. 

Racism Racism is the belief that people of 

different races have a different 

value in society and using power 

and influence against people of a 

race that you believe are worth 

less than yourself. 
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
