Do not
move about from house to house. *Whenever you enter a town and its
people welcome you, eat what is set before you; “cure the sick who are
there, and say to them, ‘The kingdom of God has come near to you.’” *°But
whenever you enter a town and they do not welcome you, go out into its
streets and say, *‘Even the dust of your town that clings to our feet, we
wipe off in protest against you. Yet know this: the kingdom of God has come
near.’” ‘*“Whoever listens to you listens to me, and whoever rejects you
rejects me, and whoever rejects me rejects the one who sent me.” *'The
seventy returned with joy, saying, “Lord, in your name even the demons
submit to us!” ®*He said to them, “l watched Satan fall from heaven like a
flash of lightning. °See, | have given you authority to tread on snakes and
scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy; and nothing will hurt

you. “°Nevertheless, do not rejoice at this, that the spirits submit to you, but
rejoice that your names are written in heaven.”
