You may have read about the Staying Connected Program earlier this year in the
Guiding Light as part of the March Council Meeting minutes. We are happy to
announce that the funding for this program was approved and has been provided by
The Government of Canada’s New Horizons for Seniors Program!

The Staying Connected Program is a pilot project of the Social Ministry Group and
it is aimed at supporting Zion’s older adult members become familiar with the use of
digital technology.

The funding received through the New Horizons for Seniors Program is being put
towards the purchase of a number of iPads and iPad protective cases. We are
awaiting the delivery of the iPads and hope to start some of the training and education
over the summer. At present the majority of iPads have been assigned, however, if
anyone is interested in this program, please contact Ellen Vandersleen or Karen
Gauthier.

As part of this program, we are providing training (either one on one or in a group
format) over the next several months in the set up and use of a loaned iPad. Training
and education will include teaching on how to use the iPad, how to set up and use
email and how to navigate the web safely.
