The Setting
➢Jesus and his Disciples leaving the 

Temple Mount in Jerusalem

➢Disciples marveled at the Temple 
buildings and asked Jesus about them.



The Setting
➢Known as the Olivet Discourse – Jesus 

gives explanation of a “Private Nature” 
to His disciples concerning the end of 
ages and His return.



The Setting
➢His disciples believed in his coming back, 

in this dispensation – much like they 
thought of His earthly Kingdom with 
soldiers fighting Roman Rule….



1) General Signs that the days are leading to an 
end time - Matt 24:4-14

2) Special Signs to indicate the final days of the 
age, the Great Tribulation - Matt 24:15-28

3) Spectacular Signs to occur at His triumphant 
coming with power and great glory. –

Matt 24:29-31



General Signs Matt 24:4-14

➢Matthew 24 is not inclusive and far from 
exhaustive on the subject of the “End” – But it 
is the points of order Jesus gives His disciples.

➢Because the only one who can open the scroll 
and break the 7 seals in Rev 5:1 is Jesus and it 
remains a bit of a mystery how it all fits 
together until God reveals all of the time period 
known as the “Days of Sorrow.”



General Signs Matt 24:1-14 21st CKJV

24 And Jesus went out and departed from the temple, and 
His disciples came to Him to show Him the buildings of 
the temple. 2 And Jesus said unto them, “See ye not all 
these things? Verily I say unto you, there shall not be left 
here one stone upon another that shall not be thrown 
down.” 3 And as He sat upon the Mount of Olives, the 
disciples came unto Him privately, saying, “Tell us, when 
shall these things be? And what shall be the sign of Thy 
coming and of the end of the world?”  



General Signs Matt 24:4-14  21st KJV

4 And Jesus answered and said unto them, “1)Take heed 
that no man deceive you; 5 for many shall come in My 
name, saying, ‘I am Christ,’ and shall deceive many.  6 And 
ye shall 2)hear of wars and rumors of wars. See that ye be 
not troubled, for all these things must come to pass, but 
the end is not yet.  7 For 3)nation shall rise against nation 
and kingdom against kingdom, and there shall be 
4)famines and pestilences and earthquakes in divers 
places.



General Signs Matt 24:8-14  21st CKJV

8 All these are the beginning of sorrows.  9 Then shall they 
deliver you up 5)to be afflicted and shall kill you, and ye 
shall be 6)hated by all nations for My name’s sake.  10 And 
then 7)shall many lose faith and shall betray one another 
and shall hate one another. 11 And 8)many false 
prophets shall rise and shall deceive many. 12 And 
because 9)iniquity shall abound, the love of many shall 
wax cold. 13 But he that shall endure unto the end, the 
same shall be saved.  



General Signs Matt 24:14  21st CKJV

14 And this Gospel of the Kingdom shall be preached in all 
the world for a witness unto all nations, and then shall the 
end come.



Take Notice

➢Some come as man (acting as Jesus) & others as 
Prophets – He warned us twice and it will be 
very dividing – Proceeded With Caution 

➢Jesus talked at levels of understanding that 
held additional truth the Disciples were not yet 
able to comprehend.

➢Pre Tribulation period Saints Must Stay Ready
