Ensure your student brings all books, schoolwork, and lunch to school each day.

Ensure your student arrives on time every day in the appropriate school uniform and is picked up promptly at school dismissal.  Students must attend at least 5 hours/day for daily attendance credit and 155 days minimum to receive credit for the school year (17 absences).  Summer school is available to those children who qualify for it.  
Call by 8:30 a.m. if your child is unable to attend school that day due to sickness or appointment.  If we do not receive a call by 9:30 a.m., the student will be marked as an “unexcused absence.”

Do not ask teachers/staff to prepare or buy your student’s lunch or send lunches that require heating. 
Do not ask teachers/staff to make arrangements for taking your student home from school.

Do not call and ask to speak to your child or a teacher during class time unless it is a true emergency; please leave a message with the school office.

Do not drop off your student earlier than 8:15 a.m. unless you have made previous arrangements; there is no one available to watch your child before that time.

Do not walk into classes; go to the Principal’s Office first if you need to visit a class.

Do not send in fast food for lunch if your child forgot a lunch.  It creates a strong incentive to forget again. If you must bring fast food, please eat it with your student in the car, so it won’t distract others.

Do not allow your child to bring cosmetics or perfume to school.  Non-aerosol deodorant is acceptable.
If you need to take your child home from school early, first call the office then come to the school to sign him/her out from the Principal’s Office.  This gives teachers time to prepare for the child’s exit.
Do not send a cell phone to school with your student.  If your student absolutely must have it immediately after school, the phone must be dropped off in the school office by the parent/ride.  It may be picked up after school.  Students will receive disciplinary action for noncompliance.
Do not allow your child to bring any electronic games, IPODs or similar devices or toys to school.  E-readers are allowed at the teacher’s discretion.
Do not allow your child to bring gum to school, ever.  

***Frequent failure to comply with the rules above will result in the removal of your child from the school.***
