Funding for Illinois HFA1 
is expected to assist more than 1,500 new homebuyers. 

 

All IHDA Mortgage programs offer safe and reliable down payment assistance to first-time homebuyers, qualified 
veterans and non-first-time homebuyers. All mortgage products are subject to income and purchase price limits. 
Eligibility for each product is based on the borrower’s credit profile, household income and the purchase price of 
the home. Pre-purchase homeownership counseling is required in order to participate in an IHDA Mortgage 
program.
