Registration Process and Information

New applications to Waypoint Preschool are received on a first-come, first-served basis. When applying
for the approaching academic year, applications will not be accepted before the registration opening
dates.

All children will be considered for admission to Waypoint Preschool regardless of race or faith. Without
exception, August 31st is honored as the birthday-cut-off date for class assignment.

All children with disabilities will be considered for admission. Every student’s needs and the ability of
the school to meet their needs, will be assessed on a case by case basis. Admission to the preschool
will be at the discretion of the Preschool Director.

A non-refundable and non-transferable registration fee of $50.00 for new applicants and $35.00 for
returning students must accompany applications. Checks for registration fees will not be cashed unless
there is a space available for the student. Parents/Guardians will be notified as soon as possible
regarding space availability. If there is a space available for the student, the registration fee check will
be cashed and you will have 2 weeks from notification to return a tuition deposit. Checks should be
written to Waypoint Preschool.

Tuition deposits are non-refundable and non-transferable. The tuition deposit is equal to one month of
tuition and is a pre-payment for May 2022.

Scholarships are available. Applications are due by May 1st. See Amy for details.

Class assignments and schedules may not be finalized until the summer break. The structure of the
2021-2022 academic year may include two 1 year old classes, two 2 year old classes, two 3 year old
classes and two 4 year old classes. Please see attached document for details about new class
offerings. The days proposed may change based on registration. Families will be consulted in the event
of changes to scheduled days. Classes above are examples of what next year may look like and are
subject to change.

A waiting list will be maintained when needed for individual classes. There is no charge to be on the
Waypoint Preschool waitlist.

If accepted to the preschool, the Health/ Emergency and Immunization forms must be turned in to the
preschool office by August 27th. All students are required to have a copy of their up to date
immunizations on file with the preschool to be allowed to attend. Waypoint Preschool does not allow for
religious or philosophical exemptions.
