The ornamental plants and shrubs in your garden should be a feast for the 
eyes, not a banquet for the local deer population. Although it’s impossible to 
make a backyard completely deer-proof, you can fill it with plants deer hate. 
We'll talk about what plants deer tend to leave alone (sorry, there's no such 
thing as deer proof), and you'll receive a list. We'll also discuss landscaping 
practices that will help deter deer from entering your yard and eating or dam-
