Native plants are beautiful in the           
garden and are advantageous in requiring no fertilizers and  fewer 
pesticides than lawns. They also typically use less water than lawns, 
help prevent erosion, and provide shelter and food for regional wild-

life. Gardening with natives promotes biodiversity and stewardship of our natural heritage.
