• Dream Charms: Sewn into pillows or bundles to deepen dream-vision and ensure safe 

passage. 

• Veiling Rites: Burned or scattered to create a softened, protected atmosphere for trance 

or scrying. 

• Emotional Ease Work: Added to spells that soothe grief, anxiety, or psychic 

overwhelm. 

• Spirit-Whisper Magic: Used when communicating with guides, ancestors, or subtle 

presences. 

• Quiet Wards: Incorporated into protective blends that shield without aggression.
