(CP) — The Canadian Amateur Softball
Association will concentrate on developing national competition
below the senior level, says Dee Murphy of St. John's, the asso-
ciation's first vice-president and publicity director

Murphy says the first steps towards instituting championships
for junior and lower categories were taken at a recent meeting
of the CASA executive in Edmonton.

Clary MacDenald of Halifax, CASA fourth vice-president, was
appointed chairman for youth development.

Murphy sald association president Bob Van Impe of Saskatoon
told the meeting that obtaining funds necessary for national
championships under senior levels was the biggest problem.

““We are talking with several national firms about sponsorship
and it appears that sponsorship is the only solution to the money
problem. '
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Grants from the federal government paid transportation costs
for the 13 teams that took part in the men's senior cham-
pionships at Edmonton and the women’s seniors at Toronto this
year

““We've applied for grants to hold junior men’s and women's
championships. but government policy prevents us from receiv-
ing the money for both junior and senior in the same year.,"”
Van Impe said,

Our member associations feel the grants should continue to
be used for senior competition and so we have to find another
source for other levels of competition. ™

Van Impe announced that Ray Vazeau of Montreal, second
vice-president. will be chairman for zll aspects of international
competition. His first task is to prepare for a meeting of the
World Softball Congress in Montreal June 15-17.

More than 20 countries. including China, are scheduled to at-
tend the congress meeting.

Vazeau also will represent the CASA In all discussions with the
Montreal Olympic committee.

Efforts to have softhall included in the Olympics have been
under way for many vears and the CASA hopes it will be played
at the 1976 Olvmpics in Montreal

George Lenhert of Calgary, third vice-president, was ap-
pointed to head a rommittee responsible for officiating. He will
work with Ed Bitz of Saskatoon, the CASA’s umpire-in-chief.

A national seftball hall of fame is to be started this year and
the first candidates will be nominated during the CASA annual
meeting in Prince Edward Island in October, 1973,

The 1973 men’s senior championships will be piaved at Hull
Que. and the senior wamen's at Richmond Hill, Ont.

Interest in hosting our national championships has increased
100 per cent durine the past year,” Van Impe said

“Already we've received concréte proposals from Oshawa,
Vancouver and Victoria for the 1974 championships. '
