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“Sunday, November 30, 1924: Roy picked up his friend, Jim, and took him down and bought a spot-light. We
fixed lunch and we all went out to Parker, Colorado to hunt rabbits. We saw several, but didn’t get any.”
One certainly can’t go shooting off shotguns in the middle of Parker anymore. The journey from Denver to Parker
is about twenty miles. In 1924, it was a dirt road and the temperature was maybe forty degrees. The “T” was an

open car and, of course, no heater.
