THE PASTOR’S EPISTLE  
“OUR PRECIOUS CHILDREN”  

“People were bringing little children to Jesus for him to place his hands on them, but the disciples rebuked 

them.  When Jesus saw this, he was indignant. He said to them, “Let the little children come to me, and do not 

hinder them, for the kingdom of God belongs to such as these.” Mark 10:13,14 N. I. V.

1. Follow the example of Jesus and take the time to play and communicate with your children. They are growing 

up quickly and someday you might wish that you could have the opportunity to spend time with them. (Mark 

10:14) 

2. Be a good example for your children to follow.  A child will naturally want to imitate and please his/her 

parents. (Proverbs 22:6). 

3. Be firm, yet fair and loving, in disciplining your children.  Don’t ever discipline a child out of anger, but take 

the time to explain that it is because you love your child that you must correct certain behavior. (Hebrews 

12:5-11). 

4. Pray with your children and teach them the word of God.  It is most important for our children to develop a 

personal relationship with God. (Deuteronomy 6:4-9). 

 

Parents, take time to listen to your children.  They are one of God’s greatest blessings to you.  Don’t neglect them or
