• Throw 66” x 66”  
• or Large Throw 78” x 78” with optional Traditional Border 

TOOLS NEEDED: 

• V Block  
• Corner Pop 
• Split Rects 

• Square Squared 
• Tucker Trimmer I 
• Quilter’s Magic Wand 

FABRIC REQUIREMENTS: 

• Background:  4 ¾ Yard 
• Fat Quarters: 24-28 Fat Quarters 

• Binding: ½ Yard 
• *Optional Border: 2 ½ yards (includes Binding) 

*Without this Optional Border, this quilt will not have an official border, more modern.  If you want a more traditional look, select 
this optional Border. 

FABRIC RECOMMENDATIONS: 

o Holiday theme - At least two-toned, three-toned + is even better 
 Examples: Red, Green and Gold, Red and Green, Red and Gold, or Dark Blue, Blue, Silver, etc.  
 Moda has sent me their Christmas FIG II, by Moda’s Fig Tree & Co, and I will be using their coordinating 

Snowflake Solid (Off-white) for my Background.  Plus, I’m adding some coordinating Bella Solids in Red 
and Green.
