Seton Home under the foster care program. “I had heard a lot

“But that only motivated
me. | didn’t want to disappoint my son who would look up to
me. And, | didn’t want to disappoint myself. So | set out to
prove them wrong. There is no other school in San Antonio
like Por Vida. Because | was a middle school dropout, | was

turned down by every other school | applied to.”

“l am a first-generation college student and | am also the first one in my family to grad-
uate high school. My grandparents were migrant =
workers, my parents grew up in poverty/welfare
system, and | come from a generation incarceration
family. | dropped out the first three years of high
school because of issues ranging from academics,
moving, being homeless, and negative social influ-
ence. | was withdrawn from the second high school
| attended and referred to a small charter high
school that I later realized was my blessing. Por
Vida Academy and my family helped me through-
out the whole process from academic help to just
emotional support when | felt | could not finish. Por Vida Academy helped change my
family trajectory.”
