Todd English asked about the petition to vacate a portion of Peach Alley. Emily Supinger noted that the adjoining property owner has agreed to accepting half of the proposed vacated area and that the next step would be for the applicant to have a survey done for council to consider. 
Phil Turner noted that one of the property owners requested that some trees be trimmed prior to accepting the property. Julie Hawkins stated that she is the petitioner and that she is willing to pay the necessary expenses to facilitate vacating the 84’ portion of Peach Alley.
Phil Turner asked who would own the property. Emily Supinger noted that the vacated area would be split and transferred to the two adjacent property owners.

NEW BUSINESS: 
 Mayor Suter noted that Moriah Oberlin has requested that council consider allowing chickens in the village. Moriah Oberlin noted that she is asking permission to install a 10’x 12’ enclosed area to house six laying hens. 
Phil Turner asked Emily Supinger what the rules typically would be. Emily Supinger responded that typically the rules are no roosters, regulating the size of pens, no free range, setbacks, screening, etc. The process would be for council to recommend that the planning commission consider the change; planning commission would then make a recommendation to council for consideration.
Todd English asked if there would be a town hall meeting. Emily Supinger indicated there would be a public hearing, not a town hall meeting. Also, if approved the process would require a zoning permit to have chickens.
