ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:  Andrew Gephardt reports:

· Connect Clermont: Received a grant of $5,000, looking at treadmill replacement 
· Zoning: Permits issued for 96 Broadway (roof extension) and 38 Wells for an accessory building. Violations at 94 Broadway include torn off gutter and no downspout
· Ohio State Capital Budget Process: Met with consultants regarding riverfront wall project; enthusiastic response to idea; application due in October
· Assistant Maintenance Position: Interviewed one candidate so far
· Clermont County Park Grants: Due October 1st; bench quote is $500 to $600
