GUEST SPEAKER: 
Washington Township Trustee Dennis Cooper reported that Steve Seng will be the new contract deputy for the township; offered township financial assistance with the fireworks costs; Zimmer Station management has confirmed that May 31, 2022 is still scheduled to be the final day of operation for the plant. Mayor Suter added that he has received the same responses from the Zimmer Station management.

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT:  Alan Ausman reports:

· Maintenance: Treating the sewer plant daily; cleaning and servicing the lawn mowers getting ready for mowing season; cleaning and managing the community center use; estimate for backhoe repair is $1173; sanding and coating of gym floor is set for April 25 (gym will be closed for one week) 
· Zoning: BZA hearing set for March 15 for 109 Broadway
· Fireworks: Received an email stating that the cost would increase $800 for the same amount as last year and must be ordered asap
· Rumpke: Contract ends June 1, contacted our new rep who is working on a new contract for the village to consider
· Grants: Roberts paving will be starting the river front and 1st Stop walk path at the end of April; Fillmore Construction will be starting the Wells Street sidewalk project in the middle of summer
· Legislation: Have legislation for application of Clermont County Parks District to add a slide to our community center park

  Mayor Suter noted that that New Richmond is having their fireworks on July 3 this year, adding that with the recent cuts in revenue it might not look good to spend money on fireworks. 
 Phil Turner asked Dennis Cooper how much the township would be willing to donate towards the cost of fireworks; response was the same $4,000 as last year. Phil Turner stated that he and his wife would be willing to cover the $800 increase in cost as this may be the last year the village can afford the fireworks. 
 Tracey Suter suggested asking 1st Stop for a donation; Phil Turner suggested asking the Zimmer Station for a donation as well.
