 Reported that the annual amounts and rates resolution has been delivered to the county auditor. Requests for reimbursement of grant project expenses is ongoing with the state capital grant funding having been received to date. The state auditor is performing the CIC financial audit for 2020 and 2021.

SOLICITOR’S REPORT: Emily Supinger reports:
Nothing further to report that hasn’t already been discussed.

MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Suter reports:
Reported that trick or treat will be on Monday, October 31 from 6 to 8pm; 1st Stop has offered to donate candy to the village for the event; the John Deere 3033R tractor needs different tires and wheels to prevent it from getting stuck. A slightly used set has been located for $1500 and asked for approval to purchase. 
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The village cannot apply for grants or sign any new contracts until after the dissolution vote has taken place in May 2023. Emily Supinger confirmed that the county has indicated that the sewer plant would need significant modifications if taken over by the county and those associated costs would be assessed to the affected property owners. Mayor Suter stated that he feels the village will be much better off is preserved rather than dissolving.
