 Dennis Cooper reported that Crossroads Church has contracted with Washington Township and the Clermont County Sheriff for services during their events at their property in Washington Township.  

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT: Greg Roberts reports
  
· History: Kimiko Kozaki taught home economics and typing at Moscow from 1951 through 1954. She and her family along with many other Japanese-American families had previously been confined to an internment camp during World War II following the surprise attack on Pearl Harbor. According to Denis Murphy, Moscow High School Class of 1954, “Miss Kimi’s” typing class was very popular with Senior boys.
· Maintenance: The latest retention wall project has been completed; met with two vendors last week and reviewed the geo-thermal HVAC system for the community center; paperwork for reimbursement for paving CDBG grant and County Park District grant have been submitted.
· Administrative: Gym is set up for election day tomorrow, polls are open from 6:30am to 7:30pm; quarterly utility billing is going smoothly; Rumpke bills the village for picking up 80 residential units, the village is billing 82 residents.
· Zoning: No permit applications received in October. Working with county prosecutor and sheriff’s office to address violation issues including an abandoned vehicle in front of 304 Third Street; property maintenance code violation letter was sent today for junk and debris at the same address. An electric cord was discovered today on the ground running from 304 across the street to 301 Third Street. The two pieces of heavy equipment at 1787 US 52 were moved to the business zoned parcel. A change of use permit has yet to be filed for the food truck. 

 Phil Turner asked about the capitol grant application. Response was that the deadline to apply has been changed to December 31, working with Civil Solutions on the application.

FISCAL OFFICER’S REPORT:  Bill Gilpin reports:
 Reported that Ordinance 2025-23 is for amending appropriations in the sewer and trash funds. Additionally, money was reallocated in the general fund as needed. Finance committee will be working on the 2026 temporary appropriations later this evening. 

SOLICITOR’S REPORT: Emily Supinger reports:
 Nothing to report 
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MAYOR’S REPORT: Mayor Suter reports:
 Reported that he called the county engineer who admitted that they forgot to stripe the village streets after paving; A&A Safety will be doing the striping. The seeding and strawing at the river wall project saved the village $14k from the bid price; getting a price from Evans Landscaping to cut back the brush on the riverbank. 
 Mayor Suter told everyone to keep their eyes open for “urban explorers” breaking into the Zimmer Plant property, call 911 if you see anyone or anything. Also, there are issues with young kids running the streets at night, call 911 if you have any issues with them.
