GUEST SPEAKER: 
 Dennis Cooper reported that Washington Twp. will be forming a citizens committee in 2026 to assist with township issues; also reporting there are many vacant houses in the township needing repairs. 

ADMINISTRATOR REPORT: Greg Roberts reports
  
· History: According to the FBI website, in May of 1937 the infamous Brady Gang robbed a bank in Indiana, murdered an Indiana State Trooper and “then went to Moscow, Ohio, and stole a .30 caliber machine gun from an American Legion Monument where it had been placed as a part of the memorial.  They repaired the gun and finding that it worked satisfactorily, were determined to get another one. About a week later, they proceeded to Felicity, Ohio, where they stole another .30 caliber machine gun from an American Legion Monument in that municipality”.
· Maintenance: The paving project has been completed; met with Justin Amlung of Civil Solutions on the 19th to discuss improvements (retaining wall and river access) at Riverside Park and the application for State Capital Bill proposal application due 12/31/2025.
· Administrative: There have been a few issues related to delinquent utility bills and communications between the village, property owners, tenants, etc. Deb Roark and I will develop a system with supporting documentation to reinforce that property owners of public record are ultimately responsible for utility bills and to establish a record of agreements between the property owner and any third party that has agreed to be responsible for utilities.
· Zoning: No zoning permits issued in November; the abandoned vehicle in front of 304 Third Street has been removed and the electric cord on the ground running from 304 across the street to 301 Third Street has been taken off the street. There remains some junk items that were moved from the yard to the right of way. I spoke with the property owner this morning and she is working with her property contractor to address the situation.  

 There was discussion on what is actually the village’s role or responsibility for notification of overdue utilities. Emily Supinger will perform some research. There was also discussion on the process for removing junk vehicles when they are left in the village right of way.
